	Language Systems:

· Lexis: get on, mother figure, bubbly, snob

· Function: asking/ giving information during the activity

· Phonology: practicing new vocabulary

· Discourse: through discussion 



	Assumptions:
· About a reality TV program 

· The structure of simple tense 

· Classroom consists of 10 Korean  students
· Students already know how the class is set up and run 

· Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.

-    Students are familiar with each others. 




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
·  Some students may not know another vocabulary that teacher didn’t teach.

=> explain them quickly 

-  Students may be confused with the activity.

=> Monitor and assist when necessary
-  Some students may finish earlier or later

=> Give time limit/have fast students check again
-  The class time is too short or long to finish.

=>  Do S.O.S. plan (T/F Game)

<Brain storm>

Do you like watching TV? (Yes!!)

Nowadays many reality programs are on TV.

In those programs, performers do as they usually do in their daily life, and we just see what they do from TV.

Like "We got married" or " A night 2 days"

Have you ever seen them? (Yes! I like it!)

Ok, Those programs are very interesting!

<Introduce topic>

Today, We will do very interesting role play. We're going to be the performers in a reality TV program and do as they do.   

Before starting the task, let’s check some new vocabulary.

(Write some of vocabulary on the white board)

<Vocabulary>

The first vocabulary word is “get on”. Does anyone know what “get on” means? “Get on” means to have very good relationship with others.

For example, I have many friends, and they love me. I never make trouble with them. And I can say, “I get on well with my friends.”

- The second vocabulary is “mother figure”. Does anyone know what it means? 

“Mother figure” means “acting like mom”. So, If you regard someone as a mother figure, you think of them as having the role of a mother and being the person you can turn to for help, advice, or support.

- The third vocabulary is “bubbly”. Does anybody know what ‘bubbly’ means?

‘Bubbly’ describes someone’s personality or character. If you think someone is bubbly, He or she is very lively and cheerful and talks a lot.

Who is bubbly in our class? (Julie!!!)

Yeah! Julie is very funny and a good students. I really love her.

- The last vocabulary is “snob”. 
If you call someone a snob, you disapprove of them because they admire upper-class people and have a low opinion of lower-class people. And they behave as if they are superior to other people because of their intelligence or taste.  Look at this picture! 

 His nose is raised up and he looks us down. 

But when he is in front of someone who has power or money or fame, he will pretend respecting them..

	Instructions

As you read, you are a group of 10 people selected to live together in a house for nine weeks. There are cameras watching your every move. Each week, people are evicted from the house until only one person is left. This person is the winner. This week, two people should leave the house. Everyone wants to stay. Because the last one will get 100 thousand dollars. 

 So each of you should persuade the other people to decide that you can stay with them. 
Spend a few minutes thinking about what you will say and then tell the others in the group who you are and why you should stay in the house. 

I’ll give 5minutes. 

If you have some questions, let me know individually. 

And when you don’t know how to say your opinion in English, I can help. Ask me a help.

CCQ

How much time do you have?

What are you supposed to think about?

(Monitor Ss while they think about how they persuade the others.

Check their errors, correct them after the discussion. )

Time’s up! Are you ready to survive?

(Draw a frame for a vote on the white board.)
Let each student tell the others who she/he is and why she/he should stay.

OK! Good Job!

Now you can ask each other questions and say who you guys think should go, and why. At the end of the discussion, we are going to have a secret vote. Each of you must write down the names of the two people you want to evict from the house.

CCQ
What are you supposed to do?

Who will go out?

After the discussion, what will we do?
(Ss discuss who they kick out of the house.)

(Give each student a piece of paper, get them write down the names of the two people they want to evict from the house. Collect everyone’s paper and add up score. The two people with the most votes will have to go.) 

Who is evicted from the house? 

Don’t mad at this. He isn’t you. You just acted like him. You did a good job.
