	Aims:

· Main aim –The class will aid Ss to develop their speaking skills by discussing and learning about factors to consider before buying a house within situational scenarios and notions
· Secondary aim –Ss will have discussion about picking a neighborhood by ranking.  Also Ss will be engaging in role play of a couple negotiating for household budget and a board game.
· Personal aim –I want to improve my voice volume and my creative grouping technique.  Also I want to improve the teacher’s pace.



	Language Skills:

· Speaking –Ss will speak about factors to consider before buying a house and compromise in household budget.
· Writing –Ss will participate in short answer worksheet

· Listening –Ss will listen about each classmate’s thoughts on housing and budget planning
· Reading –Ss will read the game board and the worksheets.

“For me, property values and taxes, and transportation are important things to consider when choosing a neighborhood because first of all I need to be able to afford the house, and proximity of house from work is also crucial.”
Instruction:
“I want you to do the same as I did”
“I want you to discuss and rank the following features in order of importance when choosing a neighborhood”
“You are working in pairs”
“And have five minutes”
“You may ask a question during the discussion”
ICQ:
“What are we going to do?” =rank the features

“For how long?” = five minutes
“Are you working individually?” =no
“Are you working with partner?” =yes
Explicit Instruction:
“I will give you the paper to write”
“I want you to wait until everyone get the paper”
Explicit ICQ:

	Creative grouping technique.

Go around the room and ask a student to say “Family” and the next one to say “budget”, and the third one to say “planning” and in this manner, the whole class should be saying either “family or budget or planning”
“All the families raise your hands. move the this side of the class room” (gestures) 

“All the budget people raise your hands.  gather in the middle please” (gestures) 

“Let me see the Planning people. Sit this side of the classroom please” (gestures)”. 
Then repair the partner with gestures to be explicit

Demonstration:
Ask one student to participate the role play demonstration before the lesson begins.
“Young, could you come up and help me?” = Yes
Put on the cut out mustache

“Young, look at these houses. Which house do you think is suitable for us?”
Tape the wall chart on the board
“I like the one in the middle.  It seems the condominium is affordable dwelling in our financial circumstances”
“Right.  But how about kids? The condominium is situated in the down town and the place seems too dangerous for kids”
“Well, we don’t have to worry about that now.  We can buy more appropriate house when we decide to have kids.”
“Alright then, what about cars? Do we really need two cars?”
“Maybe not, we can share my car and save some money for the down payment.”
“Okay then let me crunch the number (gestures) ; we will be able to buy the house within a year”
Instruction:
“I want you to do the same as I did”
“I want shorter person to play a husband role and the other to play a wife.”
“You need to discuss a household budget to buy a house”
“You have seven minutes to discuss with your partner”
ICQ:
“What are we going to do?” = role play
