Tape the grammar rule charts and read out loud the rules with Ss

“Let’s read the rules together”
Demonstration: 

Tape the wall chart with cloze worksheet answers

Ask one S to read the first passage on the worksheet
“S could you come up and read the first passage?”
“I think the appropriate comparative for this blank is higher than”
Instruction:
“I want you to do the same as I did”
“I want you to read the article in the left column of the worksheet first”
“Then fill the blanks in the right column with comparatives or superlatives.”
“I want you to work with your partner”
“You have two minutes for this activity”
ICQ:
“What are you going to do?” = fill in the blanks with comparatives and superlatives

“For how long?” = two minutes
“Are you working alone?” =no

“in pairs”=yes

Explicit Instruction:
“I also want you to wait until everyone get the worksheets”

	Creative grouping technique.

Go around the room and ask a student to say “Positive” and the next one to say “company”, and the third on to say “image” in this manner, the whole class should be saying either “positive or company or image”
“All the positives raise your hands.  Move to this side of the classroom please” (gestures)

“All the companies raise your hands. And gather in the middle please” (gestures)

“Let me see the image people.  Sit this side of the classroom please” (gestures)

Put the wall chart for positive company image demonstration on the board
Then repair the partner with gestures to be explicit and don’t wait for Ss to sit down
Demonstration:
“To improve our Gamja farm image, our company needs to focus on developing the excellent product.”  “The product motto is simply the best”  “Our company grows the potatoes in chemical free environments with only the cleanest water and soil” “Also the product is more nutritious than Kangwon Do potatoes”
Instruction:
“Image yourself as a board director trying to build the positive reputation for the company”
“I want you to come up with the ideas to improve your company’s image using comparatives and superlatives”
