	Aims:

Main aim: to enable students to improve their Grammar (infinitives and gerunds) skill by filling in the blanks, suggesting about situations card the verb using in the cards, practicing infinitives and gerund from board game.
Secondary aim: Students will practice infinitives and gerund from different situation 
Personal aim: I want to improve on my demonstration



	Language Skills:
· Reading ; Students will read the infinitives and gerund work sheets and will read the situation  cards.
· Listening – Students will listen about each others’ personal suggestions in an effort  to solve problem in the cards.
· Speaking- Student will talk about suggestion 
· Writing- Students will be engaged in writing their opinion.



	Language Systems:
· Lexis- suggestions about situations 
· Function- using infinitives and gerunds correctly by different situations
· Grammar- Learning about infinitive and gerunds
· Discourse- usage about infinitive and gerunds 
· Phonology- None to discuss




	Assumptions:
· Most Ss have learned about infinitives and gerunds so concentrate on practice them.
· Most students have had an experience about board game.
· Most Ss have had some experience about birthday party , interview in English and presentation in English.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
· Due to time management, Ss must practice usage about infinitive and gerunds from the work sheets in pre activity which they might  have some questions for me to answer
(I will follow the one –third rule when Ss present and give the rest of the answers on a wall chart. I will tell the SS that they hear a sentence and see if they will be able to infer what the usage use. If they have still questions, I will answer the questions during break time or after school.
-Ss might suggest too slow about situation cards which may effect time management.
(I will follow the one –half rule for the main activity which we will only get half the Ss to present.
-I might need more time to complete my 30 minute microteaching since some class members could be absent or running late

( I will do Sos activity if I have between 2 to 5 minutes lift on the clock.
