	Aims: 

· Main aim: To enable Ss to improve their listening skills by having Ss discuss the culture of blind dating in context to exposing Ss to learn the use of figurative language.

· Secondary aim: Ss will be engaged in listening dictation of 4 people searching for a compatible partner and having a speed dating competition.

· Personal Aim: I want to adjust my speaking speed to the level of the learners. I want to improve on my ICQ delivery. I want to improve on my explicit ICQ delivery.



	Language Skills:
· Reading:  Ss will read the worksheets and will read the listening script belonging to David, Judy, Chris, and Sandra.

· Listening:  Ss will listen about each other’s personal desires in an effort to find a compatible match.

· Speaking: Ss will talk about the disadvantages and advantages of blind dating and what qualities they are looking for in a person.

-Writing: Ss will be engaged in dictation and filling in the blank worksheets

	


	Language Systems:

-Most Ss know how to express positive and negative qualities in people.

-All Ss have done dictation activities before.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions

	Problems
	solutions

	Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily and quickly.
	I become a human CD player to let Ss listen to the tracks again until they get the contents.

	Ss may not be able to pick up the details from the listening.
	Chunk the listening(stop-play-rewind)

	If I need more time
	Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 1 s to share her opinion about what’s most important in a lifetime partner.

	If Ss finish their tasks earlier
	Ask as many Ss as possible about their ideas of a good partner for life.
