	Aims: 

Main aims: To enable Ss to improve their grammar acknowledge about how and when to use ‘Comparatives’.
Secondary aim : Ss will learn how to form ‘Comparatives’ with adjectives by practicing  making a variety of comparative sentences.
Personal aim: I want to improve on my CCQ and ICQ delivery. Also, I want to improve time management.



	Language Skills:
 Speaking: Ss will discuss the activities with partner and present what they talk.

 Writing : Ss will write the sentences they make and write the answers in the blank.

	Assumptions:

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
1. Ss might not know exactly how to compare two pictures.
 ( I will prepare my example and demonstrate.
2. Ss might find it difficult to understand instruction of the activities
 ( I will prepare the clear demonstration and ICQ.

3. Ss might need more time to make comparative sentences in main activity.
( I will monitor them carefully and give more time.
4. I might need more time to complete my teaching, because some Ss could be absent.

( I will do SOS activity if I have 5 minutes left.

Tape the picture below ‘more popular’
Show the picture (funnier)

“What do you see? Junjihyun & Sinbongsun.. Sinbongsun is funnier than Junjihyun.”
Tape the picture below ‘funnier’
Remove the paper of Comparatives.

“Comparatives. It is comparing two things.”
CCQ
Show the paper.

“He is the tallest in the class. Is it comparative? (NO)

He is taller than her. is it comparative?  (YES)”
Instruction
Make Ss pairs. (staying their seats)
Show the worksheet to Ss.

“You are going to fill in the blank on this sheet. You can discuss with your partner. I will give 3 minutes.”
ICQ

	Finding Comparatives
Grouping
“Look at your partner. Who has bigger eyes than your partner? Go to left side..Who has smaller eyes than your partner? Go to right side..”
Make two Ss re-pair again. ( I will tape the wall chart to the board, while Ss move)
Demonstration
Point to the wall chart.

“There are apartment and single house. Let’s compare them. First, an apartment is more convenient to live than a house, because it does not have to manage yard. And apartment is safer to live than a house, because it has safety guard. Also we can compare other things.”
Instruction

Explain to Ss about activity. “I will give you two pictures. You and your partner are going to compare two pictures and make comparative sentences as many as you can. You will have 5 minutes.”
