	Aims: 

Main aims: To enable Ss to improve their reading skills by having Ss read articles about matching items and dream interpretations. 
Secondary aim : Ss will read and talk about dreams by connecting animals and what they mean, doing role-play between a client and a dream expert, and explain what dream means in Korean culture.

Personal aim: I want to improve on my CCQ and ICQ delivery. Also, I want to improve time management.



	Language Skills:
 Speaking: Ss will discuss the activities with partners and present what they talk.
 Writing : Ss will write what they present in the role-play and what dreams mean.
 Listening : Ss will listen about teacher’s explanation and what partners say in group or pair activities.
 Reading : Ss will read the worksheets of matching meanings and the articles about dream interpretations.



	Language Systems:
Lexis : vocabulary about dream interpretation
  Phonology : None to discuss

  Grammatical : practicing past tense when Ss explain dreams that they had.
Function : explaining about dreams and how we guess the meanings.
Discourse : discussion on activities




	Assumptions:
 -All Ss have known about the meaning of some kinds of dream.
 -Ss have their own knowledge about how different the dream interpretation is between  in Korea and western culture.
-Ss have known the past tense.
-Ss have known what is role-play.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
1. Ss might be confused ‘dream’ at night and ‘dream’ for the future.
 ( I will check if they are confused while doing CCQ.
2. Ss might find it difficult to understand instruction of the activities.
 ( I will prepare the clear demonstration and ICQ.

3. Ss might need more time to read the articles about the dream interpretation too slow.
 ( I will give more time after monitoring carefully.
4. I might need more time to complete my teaching, because some Ss could be absent.

( I will do SOS activity if I have 5 minutes left.

Show Ss the picture of Hawaii resort.
“I went to the luxurious resort in Hawaii. I swam in the pool and relaxed in the spa. ”
Show Ss the picture of Kim Suhyun.
“I met Suhyun over there. He crashed on me and asked to go out with me. I said sure. We went to the bar and drank a lot. But he was not my type and I left him.”
Show Ss the picture of an airplane.
“I took an airplane to come home, but it had a fire and every passenger was panicked.”
Tape 3 pictures to the board.

“Is it possible to happen in the real world? No...Can you guess where this story came from?.....it starts with ‘D’...”
I show the picture of sleeping. 

“Right, it is a dream. This story can happen in my dream, not in the real world.”
CCQ
Hold the picture of sleeping.

My dream is to become a teacher. Is it this dream?  (NO)

I had a bad dream last night. Is it this dream? (YES)
Tape the picture of sleeping to the board.

Grouping
Make Ss in pairs (staying their seats)
Instruction

Show the worksheet.

“This sheet has common animals in dreams. And there are explanations about dreams. You will match the animals and what they mean in dreams after discussing with your partner. You will have 3 minutes.”
ICQ
What are you going to do?

(Match the animals and meaning..)
Are you gonna work individually? (No)
In pairs? (Yes)

How much time do you have? (3 min)
I don’t want you to start before I say begin. Are you going to start when I give it to you? Are you going to start when I say begin?

I give the worksheet to Ss.

“Begin!”
“1min left...30 sec. left..10 sec left.”
“Time’s up.”
Let 5 Ss read the answers.

	Being a dream expert
Grouping
“How many hours did you sleep last night? Who slept longer? Compare with your partner. Slept longer, go left side, slept shorter, go right side. move your seat.”
I will tape the wall chart to the board while Ss are moving.

Make two Ss pair after Ss moved their seats
Demonstration
Point to the student who sits in front.
“ooo, Could you come out here and help me?”
I will point to the wall chart. 
“This is a conversation between a dream expert and a client. The client had a dream last night and comes to a dream expert to ask the meaning.

Ooo, Could you be an expert?”
“Client : I had a nightmare. I couldn’t make it to the test on time, because I was not able to find the test room.

Expert: I think it means you are not prepared for something and just worry about  that in real life.”
Client: That’s right. I didn’t study at all for the final exam.

Expert: Hey, go and study!!”
“Thank you ooo. Return to your seat.”
Instruction

“I will give a paper which wrote about the dream and what that means. You will read the paper with your partner and make a conversation between a client and a dream expert. I will give you 6 minutes.”
ICQ                                                           
What are you going to do? (Make a conversation between a client and a dream expert.)
Are you working individually? (No)
Are you working in pairs? (Yes)

How much time do you have? (6 min)

I don’t want you to start before I say begin. Are you going to start when I give it to you? Are you going to start when I say begin?

I give the worksheet to each pair.
“Begin!”
“1 minute left... 30 seconds left... 10 seconds left...”
“Time’s up.”
 Let them talk from right side, back side, and left side.

Show the picture of fire. 
“In Korea, if we have a dream that our house got burned, it would be good luck. It might mean what we worry now will disappear.”

“Like this, you will think about one dream and what it means in Korea. Or you can say about your own dream and guess meaning. You can draw a picture and explain. You will have 3 minutes.”
ICQ
What are you going to do? (Think one dream and what it means.)

Are you working individually? (Yes)

How much time do you have? (3 min)

I don’t want you to start before I say begin. Are you going to start when I give it to you? Are you going to start when I say begin?

Give the paper and colored pencils.

“Begin!”
1 minute left...30 seconds left...10 seconds left...

“Time’s up.”
Let the Ss present what they did.

I listen carefully to what they talk during the activities and correct the mistakes if there are. 
Have Ss unscramble “dream” (Show the paper.)
“Any questions?”
If not enough time “See me during the break of after school, if you have further questions. Thank you.”
