	Language Skills:

· Reading: The students will read the matching cards. (make an order)
· Speaking: The students will speak out the dialog.
· Writing: The students will write down the matching cards answer on the board.


	Language Systems:

	Assumptions:

Students already know:

· How the class is set up and run (there will be 3 student groups at each table).
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
· All the students are mature and graduate college students (age 25 and up)
· Most students have been in Zoo or have seen animals at TV.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Problems
Solutions
Students may not be able to match the cards easily.
Ss can present more about the matching cards. 
Students may need more time to work on making their own animal world.
Timing (I will give more extra time) and present only 2-3students.
If the time is short
Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2-3 students (1/3 rule) to share their opinions about the most
memorable activity
If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated
I prepared the SOS activities. If time has 5 minutes left, I prepared the relay game, called “My favorite place to travel”.  If I have 10 minutes left, I prepared the advantage and disadvantage of travel activity.
