	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Students may not be understand teacher’s instruction easily
· Teacher tells synonyms or explain details

· Let them observe the other students are doing
Students may not know how to use gerund
· Give students some hint 
If it takes longer than 5 minutes

· Cut answer checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write down on the board

If time is short

· Do SOS activity to cover up spare time.
