	Aims:

. Main aim: To enable Ss to improve their grammar skills, specially make Ss more exactly use “used to / get used to / be used to”.
. Secondary aim: Ss will make sentence using “used to / get used to / be used to” by doing fill in the blank, making story and playing Yut.

. Personal aim: I want to improve my teaching skills guided by what I learned.
 


	Language Skills:

. Reading: Ss will read worksheet for fill in the blank using “used to / get used to / be used to”.
. Listening: Ss will listen to the speaker’s short speeches about their opinions and the other student’s questions.

. Speaking: Ss will ask questions and compare answers within pairs.
. Writing: Ss will work on the worksheets and create their own story.

. Grammar: Ss can be understand more about “used to / get used to / be used to”

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Anticipated Problems

Solutions

Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily.

Teacher speaking pace can be controlled as more slowly when I say important parts.

Also, let the Ss who have clear and slow speaking, make her read sentence.

Ss may not be able to speaking as a freely.
Give question to that student as easy and common topic.

Ss may need more time to work on the role-play, discussion

Cut their need for time and go on next stage in anyway.

If time is short,

Cut post-activity discussion short and reduce asking time.

Eliciting (USED TO)

(Show the visual of woman.)
. What do you see in the picture?

. Right, here is a woman. 

(Tape the visual in the middle of the board.)
. But she had a secret.

 (Show the visual of a man.)
. What do you see in the picture?

. Right, here is a man. 10 years ago she was a man. But something has changed. Now, she is not a man anymore.
(Tape the visual to the right side of previous one.)
. For this situation, how can you say?

(I write down as below.)
“She                            a man.”
(One student will and might just say “used to”.)
CCQ (USED TO)
. What can you use for the past status which different to now? (( USED TO)
. Can you use “USED TO” for future situation? (( NO)

. Very good!
Additional explanation for USED TO

. “USED TO” is focused on the CHANGE situation and it is only for the PAST situation. 
. For example, he smoked 10 years ago and sill smoke now, nothing is different. Right?
If then, can you say USED to? ((no)
. Right.

(Tape “Grammar key point #1” on the left side of board.)
(Show visual of high heels.)
. What is this?

. Yes, here are high-heels.”
(Tape visual on the left side of board.)
. She felt uncomfortable to wearing high-heels before.

. But now, “She got/was used to wearing high-heels.”
(Show Ss the paper written this sentence.)
. What’s meaning of this sentence?
(Ask to Ss. After Ss answer, I say;)
. It means she became accustomed to wearing high-heels.
(Tape off pieces of paper, the meaning for GET and WAS.)
. “GET” means “become”.

. “WAS” means “My feeling now”.

(Tape “Grammar key point#2” on the left side of board.)
Grouping(Pair)
(Grouping as a pair at original seat.)
. OOO and OOO pair …

(Show Ss worksheet#1.)
. Complete these sentences using Used to / Get used to / Be used to.

. For example, No.1 is already done for you. 
(Read No.1 of worksheet.)
. Linda doesn’t travel much now. She used to travel a lot, but she prefers to stay at home these days.

Grouping(2groups ( pairs)
(Grouping as two groups.)
(Indicating Ss with my hand make them say;)
. Used, to, Used to …
. Hands up ‘Used’ for right side.

. Hands up ‘to’ for left side.

(Ss move to their new seat.)
(Tape the example for demonstration during Ss move.)
(And do repairing.)
. OOO and OOO pair, …
Demonstration
. I’m going to give you one card which written something or someone. You assume that you are something or someone written on your card.

. Then make your own story using “used to / get used to / be used to”.
. When you present, you must do simple action whenever you say “used to”.

. For example, I picked up this card with BEAR. I assume that I am a bear and made my own story like this.

(Start to read examples on the board and do simple action whenever comes up “Used to”.)
Instruction

. Just like this.

. Work together with your partner for 5 min.

(Tape “playing yut board” in the middle of board during Ss move.)

Grouping(2 groups)
Grouping as two groups.

. OOO to OOO are BLACK team.
. OOO to OOO are ORANGE team.
Demonstration
. Everyone knows Korea traditional game, “Playing Yut”, right?
. All of the rules are same with “Playing Yut”.

. Each team has two markers and the goal of the game is to get back to where you started, before the other team knocks yours marker off.
. Throw a dice and move by marker.

. And then follow instruction for each place. If there are no instruction and just written a word like this, you make any sentence using “Used to, get used to or be used to” including written word.
. OK?

. For example, I throw a dice and result is 3, there is “smoke”, then I can say “I used to smoke. But I quit smoking before my daughter was born.”
Instruction

. Just like this.

. Who will move the marker for each team? Choose one person.
. OK,
. OOO and OOO, let’s pick a start through rock-paper-scissors.

. Rock-paper-scissors.

. OK, OO team is start first.

. Also, I prepared candy for winners.

. Playing time is 5min, but if game does not finish within 5min, the team which more closed to the goal will be winner.

. Everyone got it?
