	Materials:
· Computer (with the internet and power point) hooked up to a projector

· 6 copies of 3 different worksheets for each student (see attached)

· Visuals of key vocabulary (see attached)
· Video clip from TED


	Aims:
Main Aim:

· Students will be able to improve their listening skills by listening to and understanding the topic in the video.
Secondary Aim:
· Students will be able to develop their own ideas of the topic by participating in a series of different activities.
Personal Aim: 
· I want to improve my instructions by implementing various activities while I deliver them.


	Language Skills:
· Reading: Students will read scripts of the topic.

· Speaking:  Students will discuss their own ideas of how to become successful.
· Listening:  Students will listen to the video file.
· Writing:  Students will write a short essay on the topic.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: N/A
· Lexis: one-way street, sustain, sit back & relax, come up with sth, floating along, Prozac
· Grammar: the past simple used throughout the speech, the ordinal numbers.
· Function: inspiring, motivating, persuading
· Discourse: discussion, debate


	Assumptions:
· The students are at a high enough level to enjoy the humor in the passage.

· The students are all teachers or are planning to teach in the future.
· The students would find the topic relevant to their lives.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If students need linguistic help to express their opinion during discussion, give them linguistic support by providing explanation and some examples.

· The computer may malfunction.  Read the script yourself.
· Some students may have difficulty in coming up with their own image of success. Closely monitor and help them to brainstorm.

	1. Eliciting: Drawing Activity

Instruction:

Now we are going to think about our own image of success by trying to illustrate it with a simple drawing inside the box on worksheet #1. Write a simple statement of success by using “success is  …”. Then, you will present the drawing and give us a short explanation. You will have 3 minutes to prepare.
Demonstration:

(Show the students the example prepared by the teacher)

Here is my example. My own image of success is “having a happy family.” So I drew the picture of my happy family on this paper, and I also wrote that success is family, which is my own definition of success. 
(Hand out the worksheet #1)

ICQ:
What are you going to draw? 

What are you going to write about? 

Run the Activity:  
Students will finish the worksheet #1 individually. Teacher will closely monitor them and help them to brainstorm.

Get the students to discuss in pairs for 2 minutes. 

Individual presentation will take place for 6 minutes. (Allow a minute for each student.) 

2. Pre-teach: Teaching key vocabulary
Elicit: One-way street” What is this? (Show the pictures #2)
That’s right. 
CCQ: When you are on the one-way street, can you travel in the opposite direction? 
     What other situations do you think that we could use this particular expression?
Elicit: “Sustain” What do you see in this picture? (Show the students the picture #3). Do these two arrows meet each other?
CCQ: Can anyone give me the examples of synonyms for the word “sustain?”
Elicit: Have you ever heard the expression “sit back and relax “? 
Can anyone show the class how to sit back and relax? The words “sit back” usually go together with the word “relax.”
CCQ: What furniture do you need to sit back and relax?
Elicit: Have you ever heard the expression “come up with something”?
CCQ: What can you come up with? 
Elicit: “Floating along” What is floating? As you can see in the picture, floating literally means staying above the surface. You will hear the expression “floating along” from the passage, it also means “wandering.”
CCQ: When do you float along? 
Elicit: “Prozac” Does anyone know what it is?

Basically, it’s a popular and yet controversial medicine that is used to treat depression. 

CCQ: What kinds of people take anti-depressant? 
Do happy people need to take Prozac?

	1. Guiding Questions:
What is really a success?

Does money an important factor? Possibly. 

What are some of the important things to consider for becoming successful?

2. Listening for the Main Idea           

Instruction:

The video file that I want you to listen is given by the speaker named Richard St. John, a Canadian and success analyst. 
Let’s listen carefully to how he would give us his own image of success. The narrator speaks very quickly so if you are not sure, just guess. You will listen twice. You can take notes if needed, but try to focus on finding his main message regarding his success.

[Playing video for the first time]

How did you guys find the video? Interesting? Difficult to follow?

What was the main idea of success according to him?

3. Listening for the Specific Idea
Instruction:

Let’s watch the video one more time. This time, try to get the answers for the worksheet while listening. 

[Distribute the worksheet #2 and play the video for the second time]

Did you get the answer? Who got the whole answer?

Please continue working with your same partner and discuss the answers with your partner for 1 minute.

4. Asking Comprehension Check Questions:

Literal:  

Why did he say that he was not successful in the beginning?

What distracted him?

After taking anti-depressant, Prozac, what happened to him?

How did he describe the success at the end of the video?
Interpretive (Implied):  
Can you guess what his former occupation was?
At the end of listening passage, he mentioned “eight principles” to achieve success. Can you name them all? 
Applied: (Save this for the post activity)
[Checking the answers with teacher]
Now, let’s check the answers together!

	1. Discussion and speech
Build Motivation:  
Have you ever faced the adversity and failed in your life? Were you be able to right get back up and overcome the hardship? Let’s share some of your stories.
[Distribute worksheet #3 and #4]
Instructions:  
    We talked about 8 principles to achieve success. Now, let’s brainstorm some of the other factors that would lead into success. Work in groups of three and discuss for 5 minutes, and write 3 factors on the worksheet and prioritize them in accordance with the importance. One member of the each group will present in front of the class.
Demonstration:
Here are my choice of words: “work ethic, hard work, and believing in myself”
[Show these examples to Students]
     I believe that work ethic is the most important factor because the strong work ethic begins with disciplined routine.
 And hard work is the 2nd most important factor because I believe that the harder I work and the better prepared I am, the more luck I would have. 
    Finally believing in myself is the third most important factor because it’s hard to beat someone who is confident and who never gives up.
[Show the example #2]

ICQs: How many factors should you write?
           Are you working alone or in groups?
Run the Activity: Students will finish the worksheet #3 in groups. Teacher will closely monitor them and help them to brainstorm.

Get the students to discuss in groups for 3 minutes. 

A presentation will take place for 5 minutes.
Error Correction:  Go over any errors that you heard throughout the lesson.  Write them on the board and try to elicit corrections.

Close:  Congratulate the students on a job well done,
SOS:  Have the students write a short essay on the topic using the key vocabulary from the lesson.

Why do so many people reach success and then fail? One of the big reasons is, we think success is a one-way street. So we do everything that leads up to success, but then we get there. We figure we've made it, we sit back in our comfort zone, and we actually stop doing everything that made us successful. And it doesn't take long to go downhill. And I can tell you this happens, because it happened to me.

Reaching success, I worked hard, I pushed myself. But then I stopped, because I figured, "Oh, you know, I made it. I can just sit back and relax."

Reaching success, I always tried to improve and do good work. But then I stopped because I figured, "Hey, I'm good enough. I don't need to improve any more."

Reaching success, I was pretty good at coming up with good ideas. Because I did all these simple things that led to ideas. But then I stopped, because I figured I was this hot-shot guy and I shouldn't have to work at ideas, they should just come like magic. And the only thing that came was creative block. I couldn't come up with any ideas.

Reaching success, I always focused on clients and projects, and ignored the money. Then all this money started pouring in. And I got distracted by it. And suddenly I was on the phone to my stockbroker and my real estate agent, when I should have been talking to my clients.

And reaching success, I always did what I loved. But then I got into stuff that I didn't love, like management. I am the world's worst manager, but I figured I should be doing it, because I was, after all, the president of the company.

Well, soon a black cloud formed over my head and here I was, outwardly very successful, but inwardly very depressed. But I'm a guy; I knew how to fix it. I bought a fast car. (Laughter) It didn't help. I was faster but just as depressed.

So I went to my doctor. I said, "Doc, I can buy anything I want. But I'm not happy. I'm depressed. It's true what they say, and I didn't believe it until it happened to me. But money can't buy happiness." He said, "No. But it can buy Prozac." And he put me on anti-depressants. And yeah, the black cloud faded a little bit, but so did all the work, because I was just floating along. I couldn't care less if clients ever called. (Laughter)

And clients didn't call. (Laughter) Because they could see I was no longer serving them, I was only serving myself. So they took their money and their projects to others who would serve them better.

Well, it didn't take long for business to drop like a rock. My partner and I, Thom, we had to let all our employees go. It was down to just the two of us, and we were about to go under. And that was great. Because with no employees, there was nobody for me to manage.

So I went back to doing the projects I loved. I had fun again, I worked harder and, to cut a long story short, did all the things that took me back up to success. But it wasn't a quick trip. It took seven years.

But in the end, business grew bigger than ever. And when I went back to following these eight principles, the black cloud over my head disappeared altogether. And I woke up one day and I said, "I don't need Prozac anymore." And I threw it away and haven't needed it since.

I learned that success isn't a one-way street. It doesn't look like this; it really looks more like this. It's a continuous journey. And if we want to avoid "success-to-failure-syndrome," we just keep following these eight principles, because that is not only how we achieve success, it's how we sustain it. So here is to your continued success. Thank you very much. (Applause)
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
