	Materials:
- Pictures of a women sneezing, and movie characters

- Sentence strips to show examples of adjective+prepositions
- Fill in the blank worksheet (2) answer sheets (2) + complimentary list of adjective+preposition

- a dice with 6 adjective preposition phrase

- Wall chart of written demonstration, blank papers, board, and markers


	Aims:
- Main aims: To enable Ss to improve their grammar skills by having Ss making up their own story, in context to exposing Ss to learn how to use correct adjective+preposition combination forms.
- Secondary aim : Ss will be learn adjective+preposition combinations by filling out the blanks, writing a story of inviting their favorite movie characters to real life, and making their own sentences by rolling the dice.
- Personal aim: I want to improve on my ICQs, demonstration, and time management.



	Language Skills:
- Speaking: Ss will talk about their favorite movie character, and speak out their own story. 
                 Ss will speak out their own sentences while playing bingo game.
- Writing : Ss will fill in the blank worksheets, write their own story of favorite movie characters in real life, write down the adjective+prepositons in bingo boxes.
- Listening : Ss will listen to each other’s favorite movie character and partner’s story.
- Reading : Ss will read teacher’s demonstrations on the wall chart.


	Language Systems:
- Lexis : Gerund
- Phonology : None to discuss

- Grammatical : adjective+preposition combinations such as “allergic to” and “curious about”
- Function : none to discuss 

- Discourse : none to discuss


	Assumptions:
 - All Ss know the types of part of speech. 
 - Most of Ss know what ‘prepositions’ are.
 - All Ss have had watched a movie and has at least one movie character they like. 
 - Most Ss have rolled a dice before.
 - Most Ss have done fill in the blank worksheets before.




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

	Problems

- Ss must fill in 20 adjective+preposition blanks in pre-activity which they have too much questions for me to answer.

- For the main activity, students might have difficulties making up their own story. However, demonstrating by writing on the board will take up too much time. Also, Ss might not have enough examples of adjective+preposition for their story making.

- Ss might take too much time discussing about the movie character, deciding, writing a story, which might affect Ss presentation time. 
- I might need more activity plan to complete my 30 minute micro-teaching since some class members could be absent or running late. 


	Solutions

: I will follow the one third rule when Ss present their answers and give the rest of the answers on a separate answer sheet. If they still have questions, I will answer them during break time or after school.
: I will pass out complimentary worksheet to all students which list many examples of adjective+preposition in alphabet order.

Also, I will give demonstration of my own story already written on a wall chart, so I can save time and give clear idea of instructions at the same time.
: I will give Ss examples of movie characters, they can choose and give restricted situations like ‘bring them to real life and introduce each other’.

: I will do my SOS activity.

Creative Grouping

Ss repeat “prepositional” and “phrases”. 
Make Ss “prepositional” Ss move to right and “phrases’ Ss move other side of the classroom. Then, re-pair Ss.

Show Ss two sentences on the board.
‘I am curious.’ 
Is this prepositional phrase? (NO)
‘Clara’s drinking habit.’
