	Materials

	Aims
Main aim: Ss will learn and use the 2nd conditional structure to write verses.
Secondary aim: Ss will use their creativity to write new verses and draw illustrations.
Personal aim: I want to try TBL and see if Ss can handle a project by themselves.


	Language Skills
Listening: Ss will listen to a song and the lyrics full of “if” sentences.
Reading: Ss will read the lyrics of the song and new verses they will create.
Writing: Ss will write verses to make a poem using the 2nd conditional.
Speaking: Ss will communicate with each other correcting errors and discussing the contents of a poem they write. 

	Language Systems
Phonology: n/a 
Lexis:   n/a

Grammar: if (the 2nd conditional)
Function: confessing love
Discourse: a song/ a poem


	Assumptions
Ss already have developed language skills to understand the 2nd conditional.
Ss have felt love for someone in their lives. (experienced enough)
Ss are not reluctant to try drawing illustrations.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions
 Ss may not feel confident in drawing and writing verses.
 → Give a sample to inspire them and let them help each other.

Here’s a song. It is a sample to show you how to write your verses. Can you pass them? 
(Hand out the lyrics)
Thank you. Did everyone get one? The title is “if I was a river” and the singer is Tina Arena.

Let’s listen to how Tina Arena describes LOVE.

(Turn on the music)
Pre-teach and CCQs. 
(Show the lyrics on the screen.)

The song is kind of old but I think it has good verses talking about LOVE. Very beautiful.

Did you recognize all the sentences have the same structure?  Good.
1. What was the first word in all the sentences? 

Yes, she puts ‘if’ first. (Write 1 and if.)

2. Do you think she can actually become a sun, a river, wind, rain and so on? No.
True. She can’t. So she used the past tense of verbs because the situations are impossible or unlikely to happen, 
3. Lastly, she used ‘would’, meaning she wants to do something in the imaginary situations.
