	Guiding Questions
What do you think the True Colors mean? I am not the song writer but I am sure it means personality.
What do you think is your personality color? Just keep the answer in your mind. If you don’t think you have a personality color then look at the clothes you wear or the colors you choose when you decorate your room or your car. It can be one color or more, possibly. Those colors, you’re thinking, definitely reflect your personality. 
We are going to figure our own true colors today. But you know, sometimes other people see us better. So first, we are going to help each other find our colors. 
Today’s topic is (Click) “Find your true color!” 
Instructions
Here are your first activity sheets. (Change the desk arrangement if needed.) Please pass them to the next person. Can you see a flower? Can you show your flower to everyone else? 
Do the flowers have colors? No, they need to be colored.

But, you’re NOT going to color them yourselves, other people will. 
There are some things to follow.
(1) Interview classmates one by one and ask them to color one of your flower’s petals with color pencils. 

(2) Plus, you have to get more than 2 reasons why they choose the specific color. 

(3) When you move on to the next interviewee, please try not to show the previous colors you’ve got from the first person. 
(4) After you finish interviewing, color the center with the color you think is your true color. 
(5) Finish your interviews and coloring in 10 minutes and get back to your seat. And get ready for another fun thing!
