Materials:

- 1 picture of topic

- 5 visual aids of 5 new words

- 5 words cards for vocabulary game

- 9 copies of main topic worksheets

- A white board and markers

- Pens and paper

- Computer and screen

 

Aims:

- Students will learn 5 new words and expression by playing vocabulary game. 

- Students will improve listening skill through high speed speech.

- Students will practice speaking by sharing know-how related topic with partners and make a little presentation.
- Students will be able to pick up the technology vocabularies by answering detail questions on a worksheet.
 

Language Skills:

- Listening: Listening to the video clip of TED and other student’s presentation.
- Reading: Vocabularies and worksheets.
- Speaking: Sharing the information with partners, making a short presentation about students have the useful tech tips. 
- Writing: Dictation on a worksheet and homework.
Language Systems:

- Lexis: vocabularies related to today’s topic (osmosis, keystroke, devolve, increment, shutter lag)
- Function: using proper technology words and expressions in a particular situation
- Discourse: sharing student’s own tips with other students
 

Assumptions about Students:

- Students are familiar with IT subject.

- Students enjoy the teacher’s teaching style using game and lots of visual aids related to new words.
- Students like to learn time-saving tips from other students.

- Students are good at listening even though a little bit high speed speech, but have difficulty in finding out details while listening.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:

- If students are not able to follow the passage easily because of speed, let them listen to the tracks at a slower speed.
- If time is not enough, cut post-activity and have only 1-2 teams make little presentation.
- If students need more time to finish comprehension worksheet, give 5minutes more.

	Good morning everybody. How are you today? How was your last weekend? Was it good? (Student answer) Good. 

Are you ready to start this week with fun subject? Ready?
Look at this picture. Can you guess what it is about?

I think this picture is very familiar with you. Right?

You guys are properly spending lots of time with IT devices such as computer, smart phone and camera.

How much do you know the useful tips to use IT devices easily.

Today, we’re going to listen to the speech about “10 Top time-saving tech tips” by Tech columnist, David Pogue. It’s from TED.
(Write the subject on the white board)

	Before we listen to the speech, we should check some new words.

(Voca. Card #1) Look at this. 

Can you see inks are absorbed and spread out on a paper? This situation is occurred without other pressure due to different chemical potential. It could be applied the situation something done gradually and without any obvious effort. It’s called “Osmosis”.
Say it together, Osmosis.

(Voca. Card #2) Look at this keyboard. 

Everybody knows what it is. Yes. It is keyboard. So. What is it called a touch of one key? It is “keystroke”
Say it together, Keystroke

(Voca. Card #3) Look at this word.
Can anyone read this word? (Transfer) Yes. Right. This word is a synonym of the word we are going to learn. “Devolve”. Say it together, “Devolve”
(Voca. Card #4) Look at this word.
It is an antonym of new word. Something is an amount by which it increases. It is “Increment” Say it together, “Increment”.

(Voca. Card #5) This is the last word.

Look at this picture. Do you think this photo is right moment photographer wanted? (Student say No) The person on the picture is clear? (Student say No) A camera didn’t catch the moment what the photographer wants. It is due to shutter lag. The shutter acting time is delayed. Say it together, “Shutter lag”   
Vocabulary game
I hope everyone knows the new words’ meaning clearly. Now, we are going to play a game to make sure what we learned. It is speed game. I will give a prize to winner team. Are you exciting? (Students say Yeah)
Instruction
There are 5 word cards we just learned before. You guys make 3 groups in 3 students. Student A explains a word to Student B&C. One of B&C answered. Next Student B explains a word to Students A&C. The last student C explains a word to Students A&B. Each student picks up a word card on the table randomly on their turn. A group finished within the shortest time will be a winner.

Demonstration

Look at the word increment. The Question could be “What is the opposite word of decrement?” (Student say “Increment”)

CCQ

- What are you going to do? (speed game)

- Are you working in individually or group? (Group)

- Who is going to be explainer? (all group members)

Good. Please come up group 1.

Jane, can you check a time? 

Monitor

(Playing game each group. Shuffle cards after finishing each team.
Write time on a board after every group done. And check mistakes student made during explaining.)
Feedback

Was it fun? Who is the winner? Here is the prize chocolate for the winner. (Correcting errors in short time.) You are really good. You all did great job!

We are going to listen this speech again each paragraph by paragraph. The speed is little bit slower than original to dictate. I’ll give you this worksheet which has 14 blanks. You are supposed to fill in the blank within 6 minutes and do it individually.

Demonstration

0:11 I've noticed something interesting about society and culture. Everything risky requires a license, so learning to drive, owning a gun, getting married. 
0:22 (Laughter) 
0:25 That's true in everything risky except technology. For some reason, there's no standard syllabus, there's no basic course. They just sort of give you your computer and then kick you out of the nest. You're supposed to learn this stuff how? Just by osmosis. Nobody ever sits down and tells you, "This is how it works." So today I'm going to tell you 10 things that you thought everybody knew, but it turns out they don't. 
0:50 All right, first of all, on the web, when you're on the web and you want to scroll down, don't pick up the mouse and use the scroll bar. That's a terrible waste of time. Do that only if you're paid by the hour. Instead, hit the space bar. The space bar scrolls down one page. Hold down the Shift key to scroll back up again. So space bar to scroll down one page. It works in every browser on every kind of computer. 
1:11 Also on the web, when you're filling in one of these forms like your addresses, I assume you know that you can hit the Tab key to jump from box to box to box. But what about the pop-up menu where you put in your state? Don't open the pop-up menu. That's a terrible waste of calories. Type the first letter of your state over and over and over. So if you want Connecticut, go, C, C, C. If you want Texas, go T, T, and you jump right to that thing without even opening the pop-up menu. 
1:37 Also on the web, when the text is too small, what you do is hold down the Control key and hit plus, plus, plus. You make the text larger with each tap. It works on every computer, every web browser, or minus, minus, minus to get smaller again. If you're on the Mac, it might be Command instead. 
1:54 When you're typing on your Blackberry, Android, iPhone, don't bother switching layouts to the punctuation layout to hit the period and then a space and then try to capitalize the next letter. Just hit the space bar twice. The phone puts the period, the space, and the capital for you. Go space, space. It is totally amazing. 
2:14 Also when it comes to cell phones, on all phones, if you want to redial somebody that you've dialed before, all you have to do is hit the call button, and it puts the last phone number into the box for you, and at that point you can hit call again to actually dial it. So you don't need to go into the recent calls list, so if you're trying to get through to somebody, just hit the call button again. 
2:35 Here's something that drives me crazy. When I call you and leave a message on your voicemail, I hear you saying, "Leave a message," and then I get these 15 seconds of frickin' instructions, like we haven't had answering machines for 45 years! (Laughter) I'm not bitter. So it turns out there's a keyboard shortcut that lets you jump directly to the beep like this. 
2:59 Answering machine: At the tone, please — BEEP. 
3:02 David Pogue: Unfortunately, the carriers didn't adopt the same keystroke, so it's different by carrier, so it devolves upon you to learn the keystroke for the person you're calling. I didn't say these were going to be perfect. 
3:14 Okay, so most of you think of Google as something that lets you look up a webpage, but it is also a dictionary. Type the word "define" and then the word you want to know. You don't even have to click anything. There's the definition as you type. It's also a complete FAA database. Type the name of the airline and the flight. It shows you where the flight is, the gate, the terminal, how long till it lands. You don't need an app for that. It's also a unit and currency conversion. Again, you don't have to click one of the results. Just type it into the box, and there's your answer. 
3:44 While we're talking about text, when you want to highlight -- this is just an example. (Laughter) When you want to highlight a word, please don't waste your life dragging across it with the mouse like a newbie. Double click the word. Watch 200. I go double click. It neatly selects just that word. Also, don't delete what you've highlighted. You can just type over it. This is in every program. Also, you can go double click, drag to highlight in one-word increments as you drag. Much more precise. Again, don't bother deleting. Just type over it. (Laughter) 
4:23 Shutter lag is the time between your pressing the shutter button and the moment the camera actually snaps. It's extremely frustrating on any camera under 1,000 dollars. (Camera click) (Laughter) So that's because the camera needs time to calculate the focus and the exposure, but if you pre-focus with a half-press, leave your finger down, no shutter lag! You get it every time. I've just turned your $50 camera into a $1,000 camera with that trick. 
4:54 And finally, it often happens that you're giving a talk, and for some reason the audience is looking at the slide instead of at you!
