Assumptions about Students:
･Students know the movie "Taken"

･Students are good at finding out main idea of the story.

･Students have trouble to catch some words

･If students want to another worksheet, give them extra worksheet.

･If students finish their activity earlier, have them memorize the expressions 
･if students have difficult in answering questions on a worksheet, let them know little bit of discussion with next students is okay.

	 • Pre-teaching vocabulary

Before listening to the story, let's check new words together.
Do you know what 'negotiate' means?

Look at this picture.

One guy and one lady are shaking hands with smile. and there is a suitcase between them.

We can guess they had a conversation for a suitcase. We don't know what is inside. Money? maybe~. 
so negotiate means official discussions between the representatives of opposing groups who are trying to reach an agreement, especially in business or politics. 
Next word!

Do you know what ' satellite surveillance ' means?

Look at this picture.

What is this? 

Yes, this is satellite

And what does the satellite is doing?

monitoring some district, right?

surveillance is monitoring secretly 

Now you know what satellite surveillance means!

Next word!

Do you know what ' extort' means?

Look at this picture.

Guess what this guy is doing.

Yes, He is robbing something from a guy.

 That means extort
Next word!

Do you know what 'logical' means?

Look at this picture.

As you see This is pyramid

The pyramid was scientifically made.
and systematically.

So we use "logical" when it's very systematic and believable

Last word!

Do you know what 'investment' means?

Look at this picture.

What can you see on the picture?

Many hands holding money, right!'
Investment is using money to get profit or to make a business activity successful!

When you catch missed used words, raise your hand and say right sentence!

(When I was at school I ate an apple, and went to toilet.)
