	Aims
-Main aim : Ss will improve listening skills by singing along with “Let it go”.
-Second aim : Ss will get familiar with murmuring the lyrics, which will be the first step to improve listening  skills. 

-Personal aim : I want  to improve my demonstration


	Language Skills:

-Reading: Ss will read the new words
-Listening: Ss will listen  to the song of ‘let it go’.
-Speaking : Ss will sing along with the lyrics. 
-Writing: Ss will fill in the blanks on the worksheet. 


	Language Systems:
- Phonology : None to discuss 

- Discourse : by telling the story of ‘Frozen’movie
- Lexis : frozen fractals, swirling , crystalize
- Grammatical: preposition (usage of like)


	Assumptions:
Students have already seen this movie ”Frozen”
Students are 10 years old.
Students know the teacher’s style


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

- Students may not be able to pick up details from listening.

-> Chunk the listening ( pause-play-pause)
- Students may hear the words in the song for the first time. 

  -> Distribute the words with drawings for explanation before the main activity.
