Aims:
• Students will be able to learn new words by playing a game.

• Students will be able to pick up the details by answering detail on worksheet.

• Students will practice speaking by playing a game and talking with their partners.
• Students will share their experience.
Language Skills:
• Reading: reading text “ways of appealing to the mind” and worksheets

• Listening: listening to teacher’s instruction, demonstration, and classmate’s idea
• Speaking: doing activities and sharing ideas a group
• Writing: answering questions on worksheets
 
Language Systems:
• Lexis: catch one’s attention, work, sound design, pipeline, be drawn
• Function: the proper use of words and expressing through presentation
• Discourse: communication with other students

Assumptions about Students:
• Students are interested in shopping
• Students are familiar with the teacher’s teaching style and the atmosphere in the class.

• Students have experience in presentations.
• Students are at the intermediate level.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:

	• Greeting
Good afternoon everyone? How are you today? Good? Good!
• Lead-in

Look at this picture. There is a woman in the picture. She is looking in the shop on the street. What catches her eye? Perfume? Music? Or interior design?
When you enter the store for shopping first time, How do you usually choose the store? Many companies and shopkeepers try to attract consumer’s attention through the colors, sounds, and smells.
Today, we are going to cover ‘ways of appealing to consumer’s mind’. 
(Writing the title on the white board.)


 
Pre-activity: pre-teaching new vocabulary

	Before we read, we are going to preview 5 vocabularies.
(Flash card #1) Look at the picture. Can you see a woman? She catches many photographer’s attention. ‘Catch one’s attention’ basically means something appeals to people. Say it together, catch one’s attention.
(Flash card #2) Look at the picture. The game works on a brain to become younger. 
 ‘Work’ means something is successful, effective, or satisfactory. Say it together, work.  
(Flash card #3) Look at the picture. ‘Sound design’ is the process of generating audio elements. It is used in a variety of disciplines including filmmaking, television production, and sound recording. Say it together, sound design.
(Flash card #4) Look at the picture. ‘Pipeline’ means a large pipe which is used for carrying oil or gas over a long distance, often underground. Say it together, pipeline.
(Flash card #5) Look at the picture. ‘Be drawn’ means that the mind is moved. 
• Pre-activity (vocabulary game)
Instruction
Now, we’re going to play a game.  

Let me explain how to play. First, you will pick up chocolate by turns. Second, you can see an explanation or a definition of our key vocabularies on wrapping paper. You should read a written message aloud and guess the right key word. You have 5 seconds to guess and play individually. If you guess the answer, you may enjoy your chocolate.
Demonstration

Let me demonstrate. I would pick it up. Then open a wrapping paper and read it aloud. ‘It means that the mind is moved. What is it?’ My answer would be ‘be drawn’. Do you follow me? 
CCQ
1. What do you guess? (the right key word)
2. Are you working in groups or individually? (individually)
3. How much time do you have to answer? (5 seconds)

	Skimming for the Main Idea - controlled
Instruction

We’re going to read the text individually on ways of appealing to people and do worksheet for the main idea. You’ll have 5 minutes. I would like you to quickly skim the text, which means you have to quickly read all the words for the main idea, and answer the questions.
Demonstration

Let’s do #1 together. Why do successful companies use the colors, sounds, and smell? 
(T shows the text)

If you read the second sentence, it says. Successful companies have found ways to catch consumers’ attention through the colors, sounds, and smell of their products. So you can write down ‘because they use the colors, sounds, and smell to catch consumers’ attention’ 
CCQ

1. What are you going to do? (answer the questions after reading)

2. How much time do you have? (5 minutes)

3 Are you working in groups or individually?

(individually)
Ok, you can start.
Hand out the text and worksheet

• Scanning for the Details – less controlled
Instruction

Now, we’re going to read the text one more time. But this time it will be group work. You will do the worksheet for the details. You have 7 minutes to discuss. You have to scan for the answer, which means you look for the details without reading all the words.
Demonstration
(Show the worksheet)

Let’s look at #1 together. People buy more expensive coffee and dessert when restaurants play rock music. It is false. So you can write T next to the sentence. 
CCQ

1. What are you going to do? (Answer the questions)

2. How much time do you have? ( 7 minutes)

3 Are you working in groups or individually? (groups)

Ok, let’s start!
Hand out worksheet

(While students work, teacher monitors students silently and give 30 seconds time warning.)

Checking answers
Let’s check answers. ______ from group1, could you tell me your answer after reading the sentence. Do you agree? Does anyone have different answer?

Appendix
Ways of appealing to the mind
Studies have shown that people are influenced by color, sound and smell when they shop. Successful companies have found ways to catch consumers' attention through the colors, sounds, and smells of their products.
Colors That Attract the Eye

Colors not only improve the looks of the product but also influence consumer's behavior. A few years ago, a computer company introduced a new product to the market, and people were especially crazy about its blueberry color. As a result, it was sold at a higher price than the same product in other colors. Some restaurants also use colors to increase their sales. Have you noticed that most fast food restaurants are decorated with bright reds and oranges? Reds and oranges make people feel like eating and attract them to the restaurant. Children's books and toys usually have bright colors like reds, blues, and yellows because children prefer them. However, the websites for the books and toys are designed with colors that parents are attracted to. 

Do you know why? It is the parents who will actually buy the books and toys.
Sounds that are Pleasing to the Ear 

The sound a product makes can be an important part of its appeal. The lovers of one brand of motorcycle would say the sound of their bikes is different from all others. Car companies have recognized this, and they spend a lot of money on sound design.

Music can also influence people's feelings, though not directly. One study found that people bought more expensive coffees and desserts when restaurants played classical music. Music can make people feel wealthy, and it makes them forget how much they are spending. In a department store, slow music is usually played. You may think people get bored, but it makes people stay in the store longer and improves the chances they will spend more money.
Smells that are pleasant to the nose 

There are some smells that are especially appealing to people. The smell of a new car is good example. Many used car companies recognize that people like the smell of a new car and they have their cars sprayed with it. Smells are also used to attract people into stores. Some supermarkets in Europe are connected to bakeries by pipelines. The pipelines carry the smell of fresh bread to the store. It works. People walking by the store suddenly feel like eating and are drawn in.
