	Materials:

· Computer connected to a projector and speakers
· A copy of video file and MP3 music file ("I Dreamed A Dream" from Les Miserables) 
· Smartphone (or MP3 player) with portable speakers
· “Les Miserables” movie poster
· Relationship Diagram to explain relevant characters in the story.
· Crossword Puzzle exercise worksheet for each student 
· Cloze worksheet with lyrics for each student


	Aims:

Main Aims:

· Students will learn about rhetorical devices such as metaphor, simile, oxymoron, synecdoche, anaphora and hyperbole as they solve the crossword puzzle specifically designed for familiarizing students with the terms.
· Students will be able to apply rhetorical devices in everyday English as they work in pairs by creating their own sentences using the devices learned.
Secondary Aims:

· Students will be able to comprehend storyline through listening to the song and working on the cloze worksheet.
Personal Aims:

· I want to lead the class more confidently by speaking up.


	Language Skills:

Listening
· Students will develop bottom-up listening skills as they focus on identifying as many rhetorical devices as possible in the song.

· Students will practice top-down listening skill to understand the overall storyline of the song.

Speaking
· Students will discuss in groups the use of rhetorical expressions/devices found in the song, and complete the cloze worksheet. 
· Students will discuss with their partners to solve the crossword puzzle in pairs.
Reading
· Students will read the cloze worksheet with lyrics.
· Students will read the clues to solve the crossword puzzle. 
Writing
· Students in groups will create and write their own sentences using different rhetorical expressions.


	Language Systems:

Phonology
· Students will learn how to read the names of 6 rhetorical devices
Lexis
· Rhetoric, metaphor/simile, oxymoron, synecdoche, anaphora, hyperbole
Grammar
· Past tense, present tense used throughout the song "I Dreamed a Dream".
Function
· Self-narrating, wishing and regretting
Discourse
· Students will try to visualize flow of the story.
· Students will discuss figurative language in groups.


	Assumptions:

· Students are able to fully understand the literal meaning of the song.
· Teacher fully understands the song and the rhetorical devices in it.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students might have difficulty understanding the storyline within given time.

· Discuss the storyline as a whole class based on the brief summary given in the lead-in

· Students may need extra time for creating their own sentences using rhetorical devices.

· Try to come up with examples together as a whole class (ask for volunteers)
· Students might have confusion between simile and metaphor.
· Provide comparative examples
· The projector or the computer may malfunction.
· Play the song on iPhone (or MP3 Player) hooked up with portable speakers

	Lead-In

	Materials:
· An image of “Les Miserables” movie poster

· A diagram explaining the relationship between the singer (Fantine) and other characters.

	Whole Class

	Lead in by presenting the poster of the movie.
See if they recognize the characters in the poster.

Guiding Questions

Do you know how Fantine, Jean Valjean and Cozette are related?

What happened to Fantine?

There is one person who is in the diagram but not in the poster. Who is he or she?

Motivate

What we are going to do today is... We are going to listen to Fantine’s song called “I dreamed a dream.” It's not from the movie, but from the Original London Cast Musical.
Elicit

Has anyone listened to the music before?
Has anyone seen the musical version (not the movie)?

Transition

Well, today, we will listen to that song, because there is a lot to learn from it! But before we listen to it, let's try a puzzle that will give us an idea on the specific kinds of expressions that we are going to learn from the song today.

	Warm-up: Do The Crossword Puzzle
Instructions:

In the puzzle, 6 clues are provided for you. Each of them contains the definition and example of a specific type of rhetorical device, and your job is to figure out what each one is trying to represent. You can use the word bank for reference. Work in your groups to do some research on those rhetorical devices on the internet, and try to study their meanings and usages.

Then, discuss with your group to find the corresponding terms and clues. 
ICQs:

How many of the rhetorical devices do you have to find?

Where can you find the information?

Run the Activity:

Monitor and get students engaged in active research and discussion to solve the puzzle.
Discuss and match the answers as a whole class.

CCQs
Read the sentences below to the students and induce them to talk about the rhetorical devices used.
1. You have entered virtual reality. (Oxymoron)
2. She is skinny as toothpick. (Hyperbole & Simile)
3. Teaching is my bread and butter. (Synecdoche)
4. I want it right here, right now! (Anaphora)
5. He runs fast like a horse. (Simile)
6. This place is heaven! (Metaphor)

	Task 1: Identifying Rhetorical Devices

Students take quick notes of rhetorical devices they will have to identify while listening to the song (video off for the first listen).
Instruction 1:

In the song, there are a number of rhetorical devices used.

You will find as many of them as possible as you listen to it.
For the first time you listen to the song, it will be without the video. So please focus on the song, and try to identify what devices are used.
You can still take a memo as you listen.

ICQs:

Could you find any rhetorical devices in the song?

How many rhetorical devices could you find?

Task 2: Working on Cloze Worksheet
Students are given the cloze worksheet with lyrics and they will be asked to fill in the blanks as they watch the video.

Instruction 2:

This time, you will watch a video clip for the song. Please try to fill in the blanks that you missed in the cloze worksheet as you watch.
ICQs:

Could you hear more rhetorical devices this time?

Task 3: Completing Cloze Worksheet
Students will watch the video for the last time and complete the cloze worksheet.
Instruction 3:

This will be the last time to watch the video. So watch and listen carefully and try to finish the worksheet.

Task 4: Group Discussion & Presentation
Students will discuss in groups what rhetorical devices were found in the song and the underlying meanings of them.

Each group will present their findings.

In your groups, discuss what rhetorical devices you have found based on the cloze worksheet and discuss what their underlying meanings are.

Make each group present at least 3 examples and let the other groups interact.

Error Corrections:

Go over any errors that you heard throughout the lesson. Write them on the board and try to elicit corrections.
Close:

All of you have done a great job.

See you all tomorrow.

SOS
