	Materials: 
· Computer hooked up to a projector
· Flashcard of animal pictures

· Cloze worksheet
· Guitar for singing a song
· Music score of ‘animal farm’ (SOS)



	Aims:

· Main aim: Ss should learn about animal sounds, name of animal’s baby. Secondary aim: SS should improve listening skill, speaking skill and be kinesthetic.
· Personal aim : I want to practice TPR  and  audio lingual method 



	Language Skills:

· Listening:  Ss should practice listening animal sounds they complete the cloze worksheet.

· Speaking:  Ss should work in group to describe how animals cry in English. 
· Reading:  Ss should read the flashcards and the name of the animal’s baby.
· Writing:  Ss should write cloze worksheet.
 Ss should make a sentence on their own word.



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Practicing the sounds of animal in English 

· Lexis: lay egg, hop, kitten, rooster/hen
· Grammar: verb use of each animal, ~ing (present continuous tense practice with cloze worksheet and script activities)
· Function: describing and stating what they are.
· Discourse: Discussing words with partners, creating new sentence 



	Assumptions:

· Ss don’t know the sound of animals in English.
· Ss don’t know how to call a name of animal’s baby.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· The projector may malfunction.  Read the script yourself
· The activities may too short. Let Ss do role play for extra story. (back-up)
· Problem of internet access. Use white board and write down each word.
· Ss might have trouble to use their body expression. Ask for volunteers who would like to try.

	Warm up 

Show the flashcard and let Ss get used with shown animals.
There are 12 different animals which can fly the sky or run on the ground. Follow after me. 
List of animals

· Dog, owl, cat, cow, pig, sheep, frog, rooster, duck, mouse, horse, lion
CCQs:

· Have you heard of these animals?

· Which animal can fly? 

Now let’s have look new vocabularies.
[New vocabularies]
1) Lay egg

2) Hop

3) Kitten

4) Rooster/hen

Instructions:

Introduce new vocabularies to Ss, and ask them what it means.

Elicit:

· Lay egg

T: Does anyone know what the meaning of lay egg is?

S: to deposit an egg like hen.

T: Yes. There is another meaning for lay an egg that someone who performs poorly on stage or does something bad.

CCQ:
· what animals lay egg?

· Hop

T: What is hop?

S: To jump on foot. (show Ss with physical response to make it easy)

CCQ: which animals hop?

· Kitten
T: What does kitten means?

S: It’s a baby cat.

T: Yes. It’s a young cat. Can anyone give another example of young animal?

S: dog’s baby is puppy.
· Rooster/hen

It’s a male and female of chicken.

	1. Listening for the main idea

Now we’re going to watch video clip of animal sounds. 

Play the video clip- make sure that the video is projected onto the screen.

Let’s make animal sounds. As you see the video, these animals make different sounds in English. Follow after me.
Pre-teach by speaking the words on the flashcard.

· The dog goes woof!
· The owl goes hoo!

· The cat goes meow!
· The cow goes moo!
· The pig goes onik!
· The sheep goes baa!
· The frog goes ribbit!
· The rooster goes cock a doodle doo!
· The duck goes quack!
· The mouse goes squeak!

· The horse goes neigh!
· The lion goes roar!
Very good! This is the sound of the animals. (play the listening as many times as it takes)

CCQs:
· Which animal has four legs?

· Which animal do you like most?
Turn on the computer to show Ss the picture of animals

Now everyone knows how the animals make sound in English. Let’s find out more about the name of animal’s baby. I am going to play a song called ‘baby animals’. Try to listen carefully.

<after playing the song>

CCQ: 
· What is the baby of dog?

Second, these are the cloze sheet of baby animals. Now listen again and fill in the blank.

 (play the listening as many times as it takes)
Let’s find out the answers together.

· Dog- puppy

· Cat- kitten

· Horse –foal

· Cow- calf

· Sheep- lamb

· Pig-piglet

· Chicken- chick

· Duck- duckling

· Lion-cub

· Kangaroo- joey

· Goat- kid
CCQ:

· How do we call the baby of person?
This time, we will work in pair.

Now, I am going to tell you a story of animals. Before I tell a story, make a pair and decide the animal. Each pair has to choose two different animals flash cards. When I say the name of animals while I read the story, please make the sounds we’ve learned so far.

I need 2 volunteers to show the example. I am going to say a sentence of ~ing. (a verb in the present continuous tense)

Demonstration:
T: “the dog is running”
S1: “Woof, woof”
T: “the kitten is sleeping

S2: “Meow, meow.”
ICQs:
· What should you do, if I say “Lion”?

· Should you say “Roar”?

Let Ss follow the rules and ask one of student to make sure that they understand it. Read the scrip out loud and accurately when you especially read the animal.

<Script>

I am living in the farm.

There are many animals in my town.

The cow, horse, goat, dog, rooster/hen, duck, sheep, cat and pig are my lovely friends who live in my farm and they are my favorite animals. (try to check the Ss are making correct sounds of each animals)

The owl is sleeping on the tree. Kangaroo with her joey are looking the owl. The mouse is running to get some cheese. The frog is jumping all the time.

The king of animal lion is taking care of his cub.

The Cow is feeding her baby calf. The Goat is eating grass and the horse is running with his lovely boy foal.
The piglet is looking for his mom. The hen is laying eggs in her house. The lamb is sleeping next to goat.
Great! Well-done everyone!

2. Listening for details
Hand out the cloze worksheets(12 copies)- Verb + ~ing

Instructions:
Let’s work individually. Complete description of the Present Continuous verb tense. This is good to practice for distinguishing the animal’s behavior. By doing this, we can find which animals can fly or swimming etc.
ICQs: 
· Should the bird swimming in the sea?
· Should the lamb is a baby of sheep?

Then describe the sentence with animal sound. Please do not just read your answer. The answer is for the other group has to guess by looking the gesture of animal and the sound of animal.
ICQ:
· Should each group speak the sentence they made?

Let’s start!  Make a sentence with verb and ~ing. 

Error correction:

Go over any errors that you heard throughout the lesson. Write them on the board and try to elicit corrections from other students.

2. Conclude lesson

Well done everyone.
3. SOS-(play a guitar ‘animal song’)

If there is plenty of time, use the song with playing guitar or other instruments. Also, let Ss make more than a sentence.
