Aims:
• Students will be able to learn ‘To Infinitive (as Adverb)’ by listening to the teacher’s story and doing activities.
• Students will be able to practice ‘To Infinitive’ by drills of the substitution table.
• Students will be able to recognize ‘To Infinitive’ phrases by doing main-activity

• Students will be able to use ‘To Infinitive’ phrases in talking by discussion with partners.
Language Skills:
• Listening: listening to other students’ answers, teacher’s instructions and doing activities 
• Reading: reading worksheets and sentences in the substitution table
• Speaking: answering teacher’s questions, doing drills and doing activities
• Writing: answering questions on worksheets 
Language Systems:
• Grammar: learning what ‘To Infinitive’ is and how ‘To Infinitive’ use
• Function: proper use of ‘To Infinitive’ in sentences in worksheets and game
• Discourse: understanding discussion using ‘To Infinitive’ phrases
Assumptions about Students: 
• Students are not familiar with grammar rules such as ‘To Infinitive.’
• Students are interested in the teacher’s story.
• Students like to learn grammar through games with fun.
• Students like to hear other students’ stories
Possible Problems and Solutions:
• If students have confusion on how to make a ‘To Infinitive’ phrase, T explains in detail with several more sentences.
• If students have difficulty in answering questions on worksheets, a teacher helps them by giving some hints.
• If students finish their activity earlier than others, a teacher gives them another worksheet.
• If students have difficulties to play their game and the game takes too long, teacher can give out clues.

	• Greeting

Hello everyone! How are you today? Good? Good! 
(talking about weather outside)
• Lead-in
(T shows p#1)
I want to show you a picture now. Has everyone been on board? Where were you flying to? Right after my high school years, I went to the States to study English. (T writes the sentence on the board “I went to the States to study English.” That was a big decision of my life.
(T shows p#2) 

After my English study, I wanted to keep studying there. So I went to a college to get a bachelor degree. (T writes down the sentence on the board “I went to a college to get a bachelor degree.”) So every night and day, I had to study very hard because studying in English was not easy.
This was second dramatic moment of my life.
(T shows p#3) 

One day, I went to a chamber concert with my friend. I was inspired by a famous pianist, Emanuel Ax, so I’d decided to study piano.  (showing the 3rd picture) So I practiced very hard to take an audition to a music college. (T writes down the sentence on the board “I practiced very hard to take an audition.”) Fortunately, I was accepted to the music college and I was able to study in there. That was the extremely dramatic adventure of my entire life that I would never do again.
Now let’s talk about a dramatic moment of your life. What is the most dramatic moment in your life? Does anyone want to share with us? (a few Ss speak their sentences and T writes Ss’ answers on the board)
Good! So everyone has a dramatic moment in our lives. And we all overcame! What do you think today’s topic will be? Right! Today’s topic is ‘A Dramatic Moment of My Life (To infinitive)’
(T writes the title and erase sentences except for the master sentence)

Timeline and Drill
(T shows timeline)
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Past     after H.S.           Now  future

I went to the States to study English.
Let’s look at this timeline. (Pointing out ‘NOW’) This is present where we are now. (Pointing out ‘After H.S) This is when I went to the States right after I graduated from my high school.

CCQ

1. Where did I go to? (The States)
2. What did I study in the States? (English)
3. Why did I go to the State? (To study English)
Ok. Now listen carefully. (tracking each word) “I went to the States to study English.” (x2) Everyone, please listen and repeat after me. ‘I went to the States to study English.’ (T tracks the each word on the board and Ss repeat twice) Good! Iksoo, could you read a sentence please? (each Ss takes a turn and repeat the sentence)

Now, look at the board. I have some options here. We can make sentences using these options. For example, ‘I went to the market to buy some fruits.’ Ok. Hera, could you make another sentence using these options, please? (Each student takes a turn and makes a sentence.)

Great! Excellent! You did a good job!

	Now, we’re going to do an activity.
Instruction
I’ll give you a worksheet and two people will work as a pair. It’s very similar with a role play. But one person will make a question based on the answers on the worksheet that I’m about to pass out, and ask that question to the partner. And the other person will answer to that question as it’s written on the worksheet. I will give you three minutes.
Demonstration
‘To Infinitive’ phrases often show a purpose of an action in a sentence. For example, look at the first sentence we practiced before, “I went to the States to study English.” The main part of this sentence, ‘I went to the States’ is the action that I’d made, and the ‘To Infinitive’ phrase, ‘to study English’ shows the purpose that I went to the States. So if you want to get this sentence as an answer, you should ask “Why did I go to the States?” So in order to make an interrogative sentence, start with the word, ‘why.’
CCQ
1. What are you going to do? (role play)
2. How much time do you have? (3 minutes)
3. Do you work individually or in pairs? (in pairs)

(Hand out worksheets)
Monitor

(monitor every student and give some help if necessary.)

	• Worksheet Activity
Instruction
Now I’m going to give you a worksheet. You are going to work individually for three minutes. I want you to underline to infinitive phrase in each sentence.
Demonstration
Look at #1. It’s already done as an example. “I can hardly wait for Saturday night to get there.” In this sentence, to infinitive phrase that shows the purpose is ‘to get there.’ So you are going to underline this phrase.

Also, for the number 7 and 8, you are going to make a short sentence so that you can complete the sentences.
CCQ
1. What do you have to do? (answering questions on a worksheet)
2. How much time do you have? (3 minutes)

3. Are you working in groups or individually? (individually)
(Hand out worksheet)
Monitor
(Monitor every student and give some help if necessary.)

Checking answers
Did everyone finish? Let’s check answers. Number 2, Iksoo, would you read number 2 and give us the answer?
(Iksoo answers) Do we all agree with him? (Yes!) Good, Let’s see number 3.
Feedback

Was it interesting? Was it difficult? You did a good job!

• Grammar Game
Instruction
Now, It’s time to play a game. It’s a team game so I want you to make two groups. (dividing Ss into two groups) I’m going to give word cards to each team. Using these cards, you are going to make four sentences by putting them in order. Each sentence has ‘to infinitive’ phrase. As we’ve studied so far, ‘to infinitive’ indicates a purpose of the sentence. So use the logic and make those four sentences for five minutes. There will be a prize to the winner in the end.
Demonstration
For example, look at these word cards on the board. (On the board, there are mixed word card from a sentence “I went to a department store to renew the membership.” Use the logic. If you see a card ‘went’, ‘department store’, ‘renew’, and ‘membership’, what can you guess? That’s right. You can assume that someone went to a department store to renew his or her membership. So ‘to renew’ is the purpose of the someone’s action. It shows the reason why he or she went to the department store. So please try to think logically. It will give you the answer quickly. Since this is a game, a team finishes the first will be the winner.
CCQ
1. What do you have to do? (making four sentences by putting word cards in order)
2. How much time do you have? (6 minutes)

3 Are you working in groups or individually? (in groups)
(Hand out word cards)
Monitor
(Walking around the classroom, check if Ss are on the right track, but don’t help them since it’s a game. When there’s a team that finishes first, check their answers. If all the four sentences are right, they are the winner. If they have a wrong sentence, check the other team. Award a prize to the winner.)

Feedback

Was it fun? Was it difficult? You all did a good job!

	• Discussion experiences
Instruction
Now, I’d like you to tell each other about a dramatic moment in your life. It can be some experiences that you succeeded or failed, or you regretted or are proud of. During the discussion, please try to use ‘to infinitive phrases’ that we’ve studied today. I’ll give you five minutes. It is a pair work so please tell your story to your partner. After the discussion, you are going to come up here and tell us your partner’s story. 

Demonstration
For example think about what I’ve told in the beginning of this class. I went to the States to study English. But then I’d decided to study for college and transferred to music college. Sometimes I’m proud myself but that was such a reckless thing that I’ve ever done. 
CCQ 
1. What are you supposed to do? (talk about a dramatic moment)
2. Are you working individually or in pairs?(in pairs)
3. How much time do you have? (7 minutes)
Monitor

(walking around the students and helping a little)
Presentation
OK, now, let’s share our stories.
Iksoo and Berry, would you tell us about your partner’s dramatic moment?
Feedback

(T corrects some errors)

Was it fun? You all have such a dramatic moment in your lives. It very interesting. Thank you all.
• Giving Homework
Instruction

For homework, I’d like you to write an essay about what you just discussed. The title will be “A Dramatic Moment on My Life”. It should be 200 words or more and it must contain more than 10 ‘to infinitive’ phrases. It’s due on next class.
Demonstration
For example, I would start my essay with a sentence, “the most dramatic moment of my life is that I went to the States to study English.” And I would keep writing about what I’d done in the States.
CCQ

1. What is your homework? (write an essay on “A Dramatic Moment on My Life”)
2. When is it due? (next class)

3. How many words do you need and what do you have to contain? (200 words and 10 or more ‘to infinitive’ phrases) 

Closing

Today, we’ve learned to infinitive and you all did a great job. 
Ok, that’s all for today. Thank you for your active participation. I’ll see you next week.
