Aims:

∙Students will learn making past perfect subjunctive by substitution table.
∙Students will practice past perfect subjunctive by worksheets.
∙Students will apply past perfect subjunctive by playing a game.
∙Students will communicate their experiences by using past perfect subjunctive.
 

Language Skills:

1) Listening: Listening to other students’ presentation 
2) Speaking: Drilling and speaking their experience
3) Reading: Reading worksheets and substitution board
4) Writing: Writing the answers of worksheet
Language Systems: 

1) Grammar : past perfect subjunctive
2) Function : proper use of past perfect subjunctive
3) Discourse : Interaction with their own group through post-activity.
 

Assumptions about Students:

1) Students are interested in the topic
2) Students are not familiar with their teacher’s teaching method

3) Students have already known past subjunctive.
4) Most of students are good, but don’t respond immediately
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:

1) If some students are shy when they present, I will encourage them to do it.
2) If time is not enough, I’ll let students present their work within short limit time during post-activity

3) If some students finish each task earlier, I’ll give them some questions about the topic.
4) If students are not interested in the topic, I will try to raise their interest.

	∙Greeting

Good afternoon, everyone. How are you today? (students answer) Good. I’ve never been better.  Thanks. Let’s start if you are ready.
∙Lead-in
Before class let me ask you one question. Has anyone had LASIK eye surgery? (if someone did) Why did you decide to receive it? (if no one did) I did. I had LASIK eye surgery even if I do not like invasive treatment. Here is why. (show p1) What do you think of this picture? Yes, it is a robber. I have run into a robber before. I was on my way home from the library. It was about 11 p.m. Suddenly he appeared with something sharp. At that time, I wore thick glasses because my eyesight was too poor like a bat. Anyway, my glasses were taken off by the robber. So I couldn’t see anything. Finally I escaped the dangerous situation but the robber wasn’t caught because I couldn’t see him. I blamed everything. If I had studied at home, that such a thing would have happened. If I had got out from the library earlier, all would have been well with me. If I had had good eyesight, the robber could have been caught. So I had LASIK eye surgery. If you are in this situation, what would you regret? (T writes Ss answers on the board.) Good. Like this, today, we can talk about what I regretted in the past. (T writes the title and erase sentences except the master sentence)       
∙Timeline and Drill 
(T takes out the Timeline)                                                                                                                                           
 If I had had good eyesight, the robber could have been caught. 

∙CCQ

1. Did I have good eyesight at that time? (No)

2. Was the robber caught at last? (No)

3. When did it happen? (past)

Good job. Please listen. ‘If I had had good eyesight, the robber could have been caught.’ ‘If I had had good eyesight, the robber could have been caught.’ Everyone repeat after me. ‘If I had had good eyesight, the robber could have been caught.’ (Ss repeat)‘If I had had good eyesight, the robber could have been caught.’ (Ss repeat) Very good! AAA, could you read this sentence please? (Ask each Ss the same thing)

	∙Pre-teaching 

You can make a sentence like this sentence. So Let’s do an activity using this.
Instruction

First, you are supposed to make a pair with the student far from you. I am going to give some pieces of paper for making a group. If two students   choose the paper written the same alphabet, they can make one group. (making group of 2)And then, I will offer you small boards. One member write a subordinate clause like this, and the other one write the main clause like this for 1 minute. Finally when you connect two clauses, if the completeness of the sentence is the best, you win.  
Demonstration

For example, look at this. AAA writes the subordinate clause on her board, and BBB writes the main clause on her board. Finally if it is connected, ‘If she had made some food…, I might have studied at home.’ It is very weird. You need to communicate by telepathy for the completeness of the sentence.     
CCQ

1. What are you going to do? (write your part sentence)
2. How much time do you have to write? (1 minute)
3. Are you working individually or in a group? (Group)

Instruction

Now I am going to give you worksheets. You can unscramble the sentences using the given words. You can do it individually for 3 minutes.
Demonstration

(show a worksheet of the main activity)

Look at number 1 of a worksheet. You can see ‘it / a good meeting/ Rosa / wouldn’t have been / there / hadn’t been / if’ and you can make the correct sentence ‘It wouldn’t have been a good meeting if Rosa hadn’t been there’

CCQ
1. What are you going to do? (unscramble the words)

2. How much time do you have? (3 minutes)

3. Are you working individually or in a group? (individually)
Hand out worksheet and Article 

Ok, let’s  begin.

Monitor

(While checking the article and worksheet, monitor students. Walk around and time how long it takes)

30 seconds left. 
Checking answers

Are you done? Ok, let’s check the answers. First, No.1. AAA, What is your answer of no 1? (answer) Do you agree with her? Good. Next, BBB, What is your answer of no 2? (answer) Do you agree with her, guys? Good. Last, CCC, what is yours of no 3? (answer) Do you agree with him? Good.
Feedback
Wow, nice job. Everyone had good answers!
Main Activity 2  
Instruction

Next, do you know what date is next Wednesday? Yes, right. June 25th, when the Korean war broke out. So, now I am going to give a paper written “The Korean War wouldn’t have broken out if…” and you can fill in the blank writing sentences as many as possible to complete the sentence. You make 2 groups. You can have 2 minutes to discuss your idea and write it. After finishing, one member of each group comes here, and read each sentence by turns with the other group. The group that writes more sentences wins!  
Demonstration

For example, you can write any sentences connecting ‘The Korean War wouldn’t have broken out if…” like ‘the Korean soldiers hadn’t relaxed their attention.’  
CCQ

1. What are you going to do? (filling in the blanks)

2. How much time do you have? (2 minutes)

3. Are you working individually or in a group? (group)

Ok, let’s begin.

Monitor

(walk around and monitor)
Feedback

You are great! Is it difficult? Yes, I think so. But it is very important to commemorate that day.

Now, let’s make your own sentence by using something that you regretted what you have done.

You can have 1 minute to think of this sentence individually. And for fun, (show the lie detector) I want to use this. It is a lie detector. When you say your sentence, it can determine what you say is true or false. 
Demonstration
For example, after I say ‘If I hadn’t bought this car, I could have saved a lot of money,’ put my hand on this toy. And press this button twice, and this toy will determine it true or false. If yours is true, you can look at the green light, and you win. If yours is not true, you can look at the red light, and you can feel a little electric shock.
CCQ 
1. What are you going to do? (thinking of sentence about what you regretted)

2. How much time do you have? (1 minute)

3. Are you working individually or in group? (individually)

Let’s begin!

Monitor

(Walking around students and writing homework on the board)
30 seconds left.

Presentation

Time’s up. Let’s start your presentation with this group. (Students give presentation. Teachers listens to it and take notes on Students’ errors)

(correct errors)
