Aims:
• Students will be able to learn Wish conditional by listening to the teacher’s story and doing activities.
• Students will be able to practice Wish conditional through drills and the substitution table.
• Students will be able to learn to make sentences using Wish conditional by playing a game.
• Students will be able to use Wish conditional for a post activity.
Language Skills:
• Listening: Listening to other students’ answers, teacher’s instructions and doing activities 
• Reading: Reading worksheets and sentences in the substitution table
• Speaking: Answering teacher’s questions, doing drills and doing activities
• Writing: Writing Answering questions on worksheets 
Language Systems:

• Grammar: Wish conditionals 

• Function: proper use of Wish conditional in sentences

• Discourse: Using Wish conditional sentences together correctly
Assumptions about Students:
• Students are at the intermediate level. 
• Students are interested in the teacher’s story and likes to work with other students’ activities.
• Students are not familiar to grammar terms such as Wish conditional.
• Students like to listen to other student’s travel story and regret.
Possible Problems and Solutions:
• If students are not able to understand Wish conditionals, teacher will give a variety of sample sentences.
• If students have difficulty in answering questions on worksheets, a teacher helps them by giving some hints.
• If students finish their activity earlier than others, a teacher gives them another worksheet.
• If students have a hard time with post activity, teacher will assist students with teacher’s personal example for students’ better understanding.

	• Greeting

Hi, Everyone ? How are you today? Good? Good! Getting hot nowdays. Do you have special summer plan? 
• Lead-in
(T shows p#1)
Guess where this place is? No, Yes. Did you remember the story once I told about my trip to Turkey? Yes, this is the paragliding in Fethiye, which is the famous spot for paragliding especially on Mediterranean Sea. I booked the flight and waited for tomorrow morning because I heard that morning was the best time to fly and stay longer in sky. 
(T shows p#2) 

However, the next day rained heavily so I waited for almost 1 hour but rained whole day. That day was our last stay in Fethiye so I couldn’t postpone the flight. 

(1) I wish I had stayed one day longer.

(Teacher writes the sentence on whiteboard)

(2) I wish I had jumped the last evening.

(Teacher writes the sentence on whiteboard)

(3) I wish I visit in Fethiye again.
(Teacher writes the sentence on whiteboard)

Have you ever experience that kind of regret while you’re travelling? Let’s talk about your travel story and what’s your regret? (T writes Ss’ answer on the board)
Then can you guess what we’re going to learn today? Right! Today’s topic is ‘My travel regret (Wish conditional)’
(T writes the title and erase sentences except for a master sentence)

Timeline and Drill
(T shows timeline)
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I wish I had stayed one day longer.
I wish I had stayed one day longer.
CCQ

1. What’s my regret in Fethiye? (I hadn’t stayed one day longer)
2. Have I been in Fethiye? (Yes)

3. Did I stay one day longer in Fethiye? (No)
Ok. Now listen carefully. ‘I wish I had stayed one day longer.’ (x2) Everyone listen and repeat. ‘‘I wish I had stayed one day longer.’ (Ss repeat twice) Good! Joelle, could you read a sentence please? (ask each Ss the same thing)

Now, look at the board. I have some options here. We can make sentences using these options. For example, ‘I wish you had stayed at Cave hotel.’ Ok. Hera, could you make a sentence, please? (ask each Students the same thing)

Great! Guys, You did a good job!

	Now, we’re going to do an activity.
Instruction
This activity will be in pairs. I’ll give you a worksheet which has images with wish conditional sentences with blanks. You’re going to fill in the blank to make wish conditionals to discuss with partner. I’ll give you 3 minutes. 
Demonstration
For example, look at example. Here is the picture of King George VI, who used to be a stammer but became England’s favorite king. So let’s fill in the blank. Now “I speak terrible English. I wish I spoke English well”. 
CCQ
1. Are you working alone or in pairs? (in pairs)
2. What are you supposed to do? (fill in the blanks)
3. How much time do you have? (3 minutes)
Hand out worksheets
OK. You can start now.

Monitor

(Monitor every student. Encourage them to discuss loudly. Give some help if necessary.)

Checking answers
Are you finished? Let’s check answers.
Feedback
How was the activity? How was the picture? Did it help you to understand Wish conditional more? Did you enjoy it ? Good job everyone!

	• 1st Main Activity
Instruction
Now we’re going to do a second worksheet. You have to complete sentences so that they mean the same as the first sentence by using wish conditional. You should do it individually. You have 3 minutes to do it.
Demonstration
Look at the example. ‘I can’t give up smoking (but I’d like to).’ The answer is ‘I wish I could give up smoking’.
CCQ
1. What do you have to do? (Make sentences which is the same meaning using wish conditional)
2. How much time do you have? (3 minutes)

3. Are you working in groups or individually? (individually)
Hand out worksheet

OK. You can start now.
Monitor
(Monitor every student and give some help if necessary.)

Checking answers
Are you finished? Let’s check answers.
Feedback

Was it interesting? Was it difficult? You did a good job!

• 2nd Main Activity 
Instruction
Now, It’s time to play a wish board game. You’re going to play with group A and group B. Every member should roll a dice and move pieces. Dice has number from 1 to 5 and 1 void. Follow the instruction so you’re going to make wish sentences. If player fails to make sentences, piece should go back ‘start’. The group, which reaches the finish quickly, becomes a winner. 
You have 5 minutes to play and it will be group work. The winner team will have a prize.
Demonstration
Look. Roll the dice. Move the piece and make a sentence.
‘I wish I had a dog to play together’. Right? 

CCQ
1. What do you have to do? (Play wish board game )
2. How much time do you have? (5 minutes)

3 Are you working in groups or individually? (in groups)
Make Groups and play game
Monitor
(Teacher will move pieces for students)

Feedback

OK! Group A reach the Finish first. Good job. Was it fun? Making wish sentence is easy now? You did a good job!

	• Presentation
Instruction
For now, we’re get used to use wish conditional sentence, right? Today’s last activity is to share your travel experience and some regret you felt during travel with your partner. Each of you should create your own title using wish conditional. Share your story and do a short presentation of your partner’s story for 1 minutes. This activity will be done for 3 minutes in pairs. 
Demonstration
For example, my title is ‘I wish I had stayed one day longer’ so my partner will talk about my story for 1 minutes. 
CCQ 
1. What are you supposed to do? (share travel experience and make wish sentence )
2. Are you working individually or in pairs?(in pairs)
3. How much time do you have? (3 minutes)
Monitor

(Walking though students. Taking notes for errors and give some help. Students has not issue, go to whiteboard and write down homework)
Presentation
Are you finished? Let’s do a small presentation. Joelle and Ik-soo, please come and do presentation of your partner’s story. (Students do presentations by turns)
Feedback

(teacher correct errors)

Wow there’s so interesting story! Did you like the stories? Which regret was the most interesting one? Right, Great. You did a great job today!
• Giving Homework

Instruction

Look at the whiteboard. For homework, I’d like you to write an essay about ‘My travel regret’ with more details. It should be 200 words and should use wish conditional sentence. It is due next class.
Demonstration
For example, my title of travel regret’ is ‘I wish I had stayed one day longer’.  
CCQ

1. What is your homework? (write about ‘My regret while travel’)
2. When is it due? (next class)

3. How many words do you need? (100 words or more)
