	Aims:

Main Aims:

· Students will be able to use context to figure out the word meaning as they work in Groups by guessing the meaning of the word from the context on their own
· Students will set the pieces of story in order of passage of time

Secondary Aims:
· Students will be able to comprehend storyline through reading ‘Hunted House’ and working on the cloze worksheet.
· Students will be able to summarize the story by thinking and discussing with their groups
Personal Aims:

· I want to give them instructions clearly by speaking up


	Language Skills:

Reading
· Students will develop bottom-up listening skills when they are setting the pieces of story in order of the passage of time after reading all pieces of story.

· Students will read the cloze worksheet with key words.

· Students will read the questions to answer it on the cloze sheet.

Speaking
· Students will discuss in groups about the order of story, and complete the cloze worksheet. 
· Students will discuss with their partners to solve the questions on the cloze sheet in pairs.
Listening
· Students will listen others opinion to solve the questions on their cloze sheet.
Writing
· Students will practice top-down listening skill as they summarize the story.

· Students will understand about the story when they write answers on the cloze worksheet.


	Language Systems:

Phonology
· Students will learn how to read the key words in the story 
Lexis
· The key words in the story ‘Haunted House’ (ex: secret , lit, creepy sounds, atc.) 
Grammar
· Past tense, present tense used throughout the story "Haunted House".
Function
· Self-narrating
Discourse
· Students will discuss the storyline in groups.


	Assumptions:

· Students are able to understand fully the storyline of ‘Haunted House’
· Teacher already knew about the story and how to summarize it.
· Students can understand the story ‘Haunted House’ in order of passage of time.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students might have difficulty understanding the storyline within given time.

· Let them discuss the storyline as a group by matching the pieces of story. 
· Students may need extra time for their own sentences using rhetorical devices.

· Try to come up with examples together as a whole class (ask for volunteers)
· Students might have confusion between simile and metaphor.
· Provide comparative examples
· The projector or the computer may malfunction.
· Play the song on iPhone (or MP3 Player) hooked up with portable speakers
