	Aims:

Main Aims

- Students will become familiar with key vocabulary/expressions in the text as they complete the  

   vocabulary matching worksheet.
- Students will improve their inference skills as they try to guess the meanings of words/expressions 
   through the context provided in the text when they complete the vocabulary-matching worksheet. 
-Students will be able to practice scanning and skimming skills as they read the article to complete 
  comprehension questions worksheet.

- Students will become familiar with expressions used for giving directions as they find their way to given 
  destinations on the map.
- Students will be able to practice following directions as they go through the instructions to complete the 
   map activity.
Secondary Aims
-Students will be able to get a brief idea of what "informal language" is.
- Students will be able to practice speaking (describing plans) as they present to the class about their 

   plans of party. 
- Students will be able to develop cooperative skills as they work together to complete the map activity.

Personal Aims
-I will try to improve my class time management skills by keeping track of time.



	Language Skills:

*Reading:

- Students should read the text < How to Throw The Hottest Parties This Season >
- Students should read the definitions on the vocabulary matching worksheet.

- Students should read the instructions to complete the map activity.

*Writing:

-Students should write down their answers to the questions on the comprehension worksheet. 

-Students should label the names of stores on the map as they find each one of them by following the directions provided in the instructions paper.

*Speaking:

-Students will discuss with their groups to complete the vocabulary-matching exercise, comprehension question worksheet and the map activity. 
-Students should present to the class about their party plans.
*Listening:

-Students should listen to their classmates during presentation time.



	Language Systems:
Phonology:  "to throw a party"
Lexis:           key vocabulary/expressions from the text (to throw a party, dollar store, next to nothing, 
to stack something, psyched, break out something, quirky, comfy, lounge-y, etc..), expressions used for giving directions (go straight ahead, turn right/left, go past, cross, at the corner of, next to, opposite, between…)
Grammar:    future tense will be used to present plans for a party.
                    The value of "y" when added at the end of a word (often used to create slang words)

Function:     Instruction (expressions used for giving directions) / Telling plans
Discourse:   Discussing vocabulary definition with partners, discussing ideas with partners for the 

comprehension questions, presenting plans for party preparation.




	Assumptions:

-The reading materials that students have come across in previous lessons are mostly texts written in   

  formal language (newspaper articles, professional journals, excerpts from textbooks, literature books, etc.)
-Students are interested in learning about colloquial aspects of English.

-Students will find learning expressions for giving directions helpful as they are practical.

-The students are used to working both individually and in groups.

-The topic of "party" will be interesting enough to attract the attention of adult students.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may not be familiar with some of the words in the text that are not covered in the vocabulary    

      ( allow students to find out what the words mean by looking up in the dictionary and freely   

           discussing with their group members.

· Students may need extra time to complete each activity (vocabulary-matching exercise, comprehension questions worksheets, map activity)
              ( if students work over time, go over the answers as a class.
· Technical problems may arise (computer/projector/software)
           ( Have necessary pictures/images printed in hard copies.

	Lead in by presenting images of objects that may be needed for organizing a party 
-example: balloons, board games, wine, finger foods (present pictures one by one to get students to actively call out concepts that pop up in their minds - to be done through PPT slides)
*Get students to guess what the pictures are representing (expected answer=party)
Guiding Questions

-(while going through each picture) what do these things remind you of? 

*Once the right answer (party) is called out, keep eliciting more ideas about the topic.

-What kind of parties are there? (Halloween party, Christmas party, congratulating promotion, birthday party, etc...)

-What other things might you see at a party? (costumes, candles, gifts...)

Motivate
(Looks like "party" is a good topic to get everyone excited!)
Well... Our topic today is "party".
Elicit
Does anyone know another way of saying "organizing a party or to host a party"? 

-Give students a brief moment to reflect, and reveal the answer (=to throw a party).

Has anyone ever thrown a party? 

If "yes" (  How was it? were there a lot of preparation involved?   

If "no" ( Well... I have... and I can tell you that it involves so much preparation!
Do you think there will come a time when you will have to throw a party? 

Transition

Well let's jump right into our activity, because you might find it helpful one day.
Explain order of activities (right down the tasks on the board- top left):

1. Read article to get tips from an expert on how to throw a successful party.

    -Vocabulary exercise / comprehension questions exercise included

2. Take the expert's advice, and briefly plan a party in groups.

3. Do the map activity (read directions to locate shops that you will visit to get your   

    preparation items).
4. Present to the class (party plan)

	Task 1: Read article & complete comprehension questions worksheet.
Students should quickly skim through the article to understand main ideas. 

 (At this point, students should be somewhat familiar with new vocabulary as they have already completed the vocabulary matching exercise)

Instructions:
This article will provide some tips from a party planning expert on how to throw a successful party. Your job is read it through, and answer the comprehension questions. Work in your groups, and feel free to discuss.

*Notice that, this article has been taken from an online magazine, 
  so the language is very "informal". 

CCQs

-What is the opposite of "informal language"?

-When I use "informal" language, am I likely to be at work? or with my friends?

-Is slang formal language? or informal language?

ICQs

 -Should you work in pairs like the last activity? (No, this time, you work in groups.)

-Do you have to read and understand every single word in the article? (No, just skim   

  through and try to get the main ideas)

Task 2: Presentation (Answer for #5 on the Comprehension Questions Worksheet)
Students should come up in front of the class in groups, and present their party ideas. These are basically the ideas that students should have discussed to answer question #5 on the Comprehension Questions Worksheet. 
Instructions:
Each group will now come up and present their idea of a perfect party. 

(#5 on the comprehension questions worksheet).

	Map activity

For this activity, students need to read the directions for getting to each shop (provided in the Map Activity Instructions Paper), and mark their locations on the map.

Instructions:
Now that we have gathered all the ideas for a party, we are going to go shopping for materials. On the Map Activity Instructions Paper, you will see directions for getting to different types of retail stores. Read them carefully, and find your way to the all the stores on the map. As you find each one of them, mark the location on the map by labeling them with store name.

The time limit is 3 minutes, and this is going to be a race! 

So try to get it done as quickly as possible!

Once you are done, call out, "DONE!"

When you work your way through this activity, DO NOT turn the maps around!

Keep it upright! Otherwise, you will land on different locations!

You can use the compass (have it drawn on the board - North, South, East, West, NE, NW, SE, SW) for reference!

ICQs

-How much time will you get to complete your mission?  (3 minutes)

-Should you turn the map around as you find your way to the stores? (No. keep it  

  upright)

*Teacher demonstration is recommended for clearer instructions.

Run the activity

Try to keep track of time. (Call out, "Times up!" after 3 minutes).

Monitor and make sure students are turning the maps around.
Error Corrections
Go over any errors that you heard throughout the lesson. 

If time allows, write them on the board and try to get students to self-correct by

eliciting.

 Have students pair up and let them take turns to give each other directions for locating any of the unnamed buildings on the map. They can be creative and try to name buildings on their own.
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How to Throw The Hottest Parties This Season

So you're having a little get-together? No need to stress. Celeb event planner Jes Gordon, author of Party Like a Rock Star, offers surprisingly simple tricks.

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If you're serving beer, don't keep the bottles or cans in the fridge — they will be hard for people to access and take up too much space. Instead, pick up some colorful buckets at the dollar store, fill them with ice, and store drinks in them. If you place two tubs at either side of the room, you'll force people to move and mingle more as they go back and forth to get drinks.

Cupcakes are a crowd-pleasing dessert. Start with a ton of basic butter-cream frosting (you can either buy it or find a really simple recipe online). Then separate portions into different bowls, and mix in flavors. Add pomegranate juice (or a drop of Pama Liqueur) to one, a drop of mint extract to another, and a splash of coffee to another — they'll all taste and look different. 
Then display the multicolored cakes on a side table.

Lighting is key for creating the whole mood of your gathering, and simply changing a few bulbs will truly transform your space. Screw in peach bulbs for a warm, sexy feel. Or try blue ones for a cooler, nightclub vibe.

When it comes to flowers, go big. Large, voluptuous buds fill up more space, so you'll need fewer of them than you would for smaller blooms. For example, a single peony or hydrangea in a small bud vase will look much more impressive on your table than 10 little freesia flowers stuffed into a bigger vase.

Decorate with mirrors. They look chic and glam, and they're super cheap — stores like Ikea sell small ones for next to nothing. Place them on coffee or side tables, then put snacks, like bowls of nuts, on top. The mirrors will reflect light and illuminate your room.

Stack some fun, classic board games (think Boggle, Battleship, and Twister) on a table within view of guests. Most people haven't played them since childhood, so they'll be psyched to break them out. Don't fear: Getting a round going is actually a quirky way to liven up your party and make it a night people remember.

Offer just one specialty drink. This way, you don't have to buy tons of mixers and alcohol. An easy cocktail: Add a dash of cranberry juice to some prosecco for a festive twist. Prosecco is cheaper than champagne, and you'll stretch it by adding the juice.
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For effortless extra seating, take any throw pillows you have, including ones from your bed, and spread them out on your living room floor. It'll create a comfy and lounge-y or an exotic, Moroccan feel, depending on your pillows, and people won't just be standing around uncomfortably.

Map Activity: Store Search
Use the directions below to find your way to the shops!
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Liquor Store: 

Start from point A (public library).

Go straight ahead and enter the roundabout (counter-clockwise).

Go around the roundabout and take the third exit.

Go straight ahead past the four-way intersection, and turn right at the T-junction.

Continue straight on past Dunkin Donuts.

Once you reach the end of the road, cross the bridge on the left, and take the first on the left. 

Keep going past 4 blocks, and finally in the fifth block, you will see five buildings.

The liquor store is inside the building in the middle.
Dollar Store:

Start from point B. (Antonio’s Drive-in Restaurant)

Go straight ahead until you meet the railroad.

Turn right, and you will see a railroad crossing past the first block. Cross it. 

Turn right, and continue straight on, and you will see Starbucks right at the corner of the second block. From there, take the TESOL Street and head towards the North.

Enter the roundabout ahead of you, and take the fourth exit. 

Take the first on the right, and then turn left right past the public school.

Continue and go around the corner. You will reach a T-junction. 
Stop there, and the dollar store will be right ahead of you.
Flower Boutique:

Start from point C (Times Tesol).

Go straight up towards the North direction. Once you reach the railroad, turn right and continue on. You will see a railroad crossing. Cross it and then, make a left turn immediately. 

Keep going, and take the first on the right (Tesol st.). 

Continue on and enter the roundabout. Take the fourth exit, and go straight ahead.

When you reach the T-junction, go straight up towards the North direction.

You will see a bridge a head of you. Cross it. 

Go on until you reach the end of the road, and turn right. 

Go past the first block, and the first building you see in the second block is the flower boutique.

Bakery:
Start from point D (McDonald's).

Go straight ahead towards the North-East direction and enter the roundabout.

Take the fifth exit, and go straight on past the public school until you reach a T-junction. 

From there, go up towards the North Direction, and take the first on the right. 

Continue straight on, until you reach the end of the road. Go up towards the North Direction again, and you will see a bridge a head of you. Stop there. Turn left. 

Just past Dunkin Donuts, make another turn and move down towards the South direction.

You will reach another T-junction. This time, you will go towards the West, and then down towards the South again. At the T-junction, you will see a square building. That's the bakery!   

IKEA (furniture, home decoration, appliances):

Start from point E (your house).

Go straight ahead towards the West Direction until you reach the end of the street. 

If you make a turn and go down towards the South direction, you will see a bridge. Cross it. Keep going straight, and make a turn to take the "Rainbow Street". 

Continue until you reach the roundabout.

Go around the roundabout and take the third exit. Continue to go straight down the street until you reach a railroad crossing. This time, do not cross it.

Make a turn towards the East direction, and you will see a huge building on the opposite side of the railway. That's the one you are looking for: IKEA.

Toy Store:
Start from point F (Subway station).

Go straight ahead along the river. Continue past Dunkin Donuts until you see a bridge. 

Do not cross that bridge, but make a turn towards the opposite direction. 

Keep going down towards the South direction, and you will reach a railroad. 

Make a turn towards the West, and you will see a railroad crossing almost immediately. 

Cross it, and continue on. The toy store is inside the third building you will see before reaching a T-junction. It's on the opposite side of "Times Tesol(= starting point C)". 
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
