	Aims:

Main Aim:
· Ss will be able to exercise skimming and scanning by completing the worksheet.
· Ss will be able to acknowledge body languages in different cultures through activities.
Secondary Aim:
· Ss will be able to learn and exercise several expressions about body languages.
· Ss will be able to use new vocabulary by demonstrating definitions of words with flashcards.
Personal Aim: 
· I want to exercise a lecturing with a positive and enthusiastic manner.



	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss should read the worksheet about body languages and also use their comprehension by solving questions of worksheet.
· Speaking: Ss should work in groups and have a chance to present which they learn about body languages.
· Listening:  Ss should listen to learn a new word ‘intensity’ and ‘facet’. Ss will also listen to T’s demonstration about ‘V gesture’.
· Writing:  Ss should write the answer of comprehension questions to complete the worksheet.



	Language Systems:

· Phonology: fluency in speaking with various international accents.
· Lexis: learning ‘intensity’, ‘facet’
· Grammar: N/A
· Function: inventing new words and using it in particular situations.
· Discourse: exercising by making a question to draw an answer about gestures.


	Assumptions: 
· Ss are able to present their view in English.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· The computer or projector may malfunction. Use iPad to show slides instead of the computer system.

· Ss might have difficulty in understanding instructions. Use chunk instructions and show demonstration.

· Ss might feel shy to do a presentation. Lead-in by showing demo presentation and encourage them.

· The activities may run overtime. Skip some CCQs so make enough time to prepare the post activity.

Guiding Questions

Let’s see these icons.  (Showing a slide page 1) 
Can you recognize how do they feel? (waiting Ss answer: ‘happy’ and ‘sad’)
Motivate
Was it easy to recognize their feeling just seeing a face? 
Today, we’re going to talk about the secret of facial expressions. 
· Ss will be curious on the topic.

	(Guessing Game)
Warm-up: by showing a slide on ppt and following these steps
Let’s Play ‘Guess the emotion game’
Instructions: (Showing a slide page 2)
Let’s see this picture. Can you guess what it is?

There are several faces. 
Each face shows a facial expression. 
Can you guess who they are?
These are the world’s most famous tennis players’ faces. 
Three of them won the big match, the other three lost at the big game.

We’ll guess which faces won or not. 

(Divide 12 Ss into 4 groups) 
Let’s make four groups. Please have a group discussion which 3 faces are winners. After 2 minutes, each group will have a chance to answer. 
ICQs: How many faces are winners’?
           How long do you have to discuss?

Run the Activity: showing a slide page 2 and monitoring groups discreetly.
CCQ: Which numbers are winner’s faces? 

           Why did you pick those faces?
(To check the answer, showing a slide page 2)
           Was it easy to guess? If not, why do you feel like that?
(Vocabulary Presentation)

Pre-teach: showing words& pictures on flashcards and following these steps.
Instructions: Before we start to the main activity, we’ll quickly pre-study some words.

(Showing a slide page 4)
Elicit: Can you read this word? “Intensity” Good. 
 Do you know what intensity means?

That’s right. It’s a noun form of ‘intense’. It means extreme force, degree, or amount 
CCQ: Do you use intensity while you’re playing tennis? 
           Did Korean team show high-intensity performances in world cup game?
(Showing a slide page 5)
Elicit: Do you know how to pronounce it? “facet” Good

Do you have any idea what facet means? That’s right. 
Facet means aspect or phase. It also means any of the surfaces of a cut gemstone
CCQ: Does a diamond have facets or not? 
Which is the synonym word of facet?

	1. Skimming for the Main Idea
Instructions: 
Now, we are going to read the article. You’ll have a worksheet for the main activity. In one minute, I would like you to quickly skim the contents and answer the question No1. So, quickly read it and find the main idea individually. 

ICQ: Do you need to answer the question No2?
         Do you need to work as a group? 
Run the Activity: T spreads work sheet for main activity and monitor the class  (1min)

CCQ / Comprehension question: 
What is the answer of the question No 1? 
Error Correction: 
If Ss tell the wrong answer, T gives Ss 30sec to read a worksheet again. 

2. Scanning the text 

Instructions: Now, we’re going to read the article again. Before doing that, I want you to make 4 groups. 

(Divide 12 Ss into 4 groups) 

As a group, you will solve every question at the worksheet. We already answered the question no 1, so skip it please. After the 4 minutes discussion, every group will have a chance to present the idea. Read it again and share your idea with your group. 

ICQ: which question do you need to solve?

          Can you talk with your group members?

Run the Activity: monitoring the class  (4min)
Comprehension question: (2min)
· Why do we feel so difficult to distinguish emotions by reading ‘face talk’ only?
· How can we recognize other’s feeling not using ‘body language’ and ‘face talk’?
· How to test differently to evaluate the effect of ‘body language’ and ‘face talk’? Make your own methods.
Feedback: 

CQ is focused on developing Ss’ ideas. So T gives positive and encouraging feedback to Ss rather than pointing out errors.

(Handing out enough copies of body language worksheets for each Ss) 
ICQs: Are you going to work individually?

In the presentation, what should be included?
Run the Activity: 
· Ss read the article about body language first, then discuss as a group. (4 min)
· After the discussion, Ss present body language in front of class (1min for each group)
· In the presentation, Ss need to show their designated body language and Ss make other Ss a quick guess the meaning. 
· Ss explain the meaning of their body language. 
· T monitors Ss discreetly while doing worksheet
· T do encouraging and complimenting Ss while presenting their own works. 
Error Correction: Go over any errors that you’ve heard throughout their discussions or activities. Write errors down on the board and try to elicit corrections.
Close: (Congratulate the Ss on a work) Every class members really did a great job. I want you to keep practicing on reading. I hope you had fun today.
SOS: Talk about several body languages and show them each other. Make a quiz using the words or expressions learnt in the lesson today.

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Facing facts: The face doesn’t have it; eyeball the body!
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A tennis player drives the ball into the corner and wins a match. And the face is consumed with intense emotion: the triumph of victory. At the moment of peak emotion, does the face reveal the type of emotion? Apparently not. In a study published today in Science, researchers reported a surprising failure to distinguish positive and negative emotions on real-world facial photos. But throw in a photo of the entire person – showing the body language — and it was easy to tell who won and who lost.

The idea that the face fails to deliver flies in the face of decades of psychological research, says first author Hillel Aviezer, an assistant professor of psychology at the Hebrew University of Jerusalem. Using photos of tennis players shot immediately after they won or lost an important point, Aviezer asked subjects to rate the intensity and nature of the emotion. And here came the first surprise: People could not distinguish a winner from a loser from the face alone – the face showed the emotion’s intensity, but not its nature. But add a photo of the body to the face – or even display the body alone — and it was a facile task to identify winners and losers. In another facet of the study, when the researchers’ photoshopped a winning face on a losing body, “body language” overwhelmed “face talk.” Tellingly, people who saw a winning face spliced to a losing body thought they were seeing a loss, and vice versa.
Although the finding concerns the moment of peak emotion, not the overall facial expression of emotion, it’s a shock to anybody who thinks they can “read” faces “like an open book.” The research subjects, however, thought they were reading faces: after seeing a winning face alongside a winning body, many “said it was all about the faces, ”Aviezer says. “Some said, it was all about the mouth; others said you could tell from the eyes.” But “we know that when they see the face alone, people have no idea,” Aviezer says. “It seems they are taking information from the body and reading it into the face.”

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Hand Shaking

UK, US, Germany, New Zealand: 
These people shake hands on meeting and on departure. If two people know each other, sometimes the handshake is skipped.

France and most other European cultures:
Even if they know each other well, people from these cultures will still hand shake on meeting and departure. It is more common to handshake several times a day even with the same person.

India, Middle East, Asia:
People from these nations may continue to hold your hand after the handshake is finished. It is also more frequent and can happen several times a day.

Japan:
This type of bodily contact is considered impolite and is replaced by a bow. The depth of the bow shows the amount of respect shown and indicates the relative status between the two. Detecting bow strength may require years of experience, so a simple bow by a foreigner is usually adequate.

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Eye Contact  

US & western countries: 
In most western countries, frequent eye contact is a sign of confidence and attentiveness. We tend to assume that a conversation partner who looks away is either disengaged or lying. Of course, this is not the standard around the world. 

Middle Eastern:
In many Middle Eastern countries, same-gender eye contact tends to be more sustained and intense than the western standard. 
Asia, Africa, Latin America:

In many Asian, African, and Latin American countries, however, this unbroken eye contact would be considered aggressive and confrontational. These cultures tend to be quite conscious of hierarchy, and avoiding eye contact is a sign of respect for bosses and elders. In these parts of the world, children won’t look at an adult who is speaking to them, and nor will employees to their bosses.

Cheek Kissing and Hugging
Southern Europe: 

This is standard greeting whether the other person is known or not. It is however less common in professional settings. Men kiss women and women kiss women. Men kissing men varies between countries and within countries. It also depends if the other person is a family member. Hugging is popular between the sexes, between two women as well as between two men.
Netherlands, Switzerland and France: 
Women kiss men and Women. Men prefer to handshake rather than kiss men, except kissing father and close friends or if they have not seen a friend for a long time.

UK: 
Cheek kissing is not as common as it is in the southern parts of Europe though it is practiced for greetings between the sexes and between women. Cheek kissing between two men is unusual.

Middle East:
Kissing between men and women is considered inappropriate if the two are not married or closely related. Kiss of the cheek is common among same sex people when greeting.

Thumbs Up

Mostly used: 
In America and in most of the world, the thumbs-up sign has a similar connotation to the OK sign: All is good. Tradition has it that this gesture came about during Roman times when the audience would use a thumbs up or thumbs down gesture to express if they would like a gladiator to live or die. The gesture was called pollice verso, meaning "with a turned thumb." 
But the thumbs up is especially problematic in certain parts of the Middle East, the Mediterranean, and Southeast Asia, where the thumbs up is a more aggressive gesture that is basically flipping the birdie to someone. 
Philippines:
The Philippines takes this thumbs-up birdie to a higher level, by swiping an upward pointed thumb by the side of the head.
Iran: 
Traditionally interpreted as an obscene sign similar to the middle finger in the western world.
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
