	Aims:

Main Aim:

· Students will be able to learn how to skim through a text and catch main ideas.
· Students will be able to guess the meaning of a new vocabulary within a sentence. 
· Students will be able to get details by scanning the reading text and answering the short questions.
· Students will be able to enhance the speaking skills by actively participating in the group discussion.
Personal Aim:  I want to improve my reading instruction skills while implementing various activities while I deliver them


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will read the Seven Sisters Country Park brochure. 
· Speaking:  Students will discuss their own ideas and thoughts on experience in visiting parks and the seaside.
· Listening:  Students will listen to the teacher’s explanation, instructions, and ideas from the other students on the class.
· Writing:  Students will answer the questions on the worksheet.


	Language Systems:

	Assumptions:
· Students are familiar with skimming and scanning texts.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· The computer, speakers and the beam projector may malfunction.  
· Have all the materials printed out before the class.
· Students have difficulties in completing the worksheets.
· Provide some hints by eliciting and give extra 1-2 mins.
· Students are reluctant to participate in a group discussion.
· Encourage them and make them feel more comortable.
· Students find difficulty in coming up with their own ideas.
· Closely monitor and help them to brainstorm.

Eliciting

(Choose one person and ask him/her the vacation plan for this summer)

I’m sure most of you will be either going to the seaside or to the mountains. 
Which option do you prefer?

Why?

(Get 1-2 opinions from the students)

This is always a difficult option as we like to do both of them. 

Introducing the topic
Today, I’m going to introduce you a vacation spot where there you fulfill your desire for both the seaside and the mountains. This is where you can walk along the seashore, swim in the sea, meet the live birds, and see the beautiful blooming flowers whilst enjoying hiking and bike riding.
Are you all excited to find out where this place is?

Pairs/ Whole Class
	Put the photos of the Seven Sisters Country Park on the board from a beam projector.
ICQ

What did I say I’ll show you today?

(Looking at the picture)

What do you see?

(Get some answers from the students)

Okay. This is the Seven Sisters Country Park. 
Has anyone been here or heard of this Park?

(If yes, ask him/her what he/she knows and what he/she has done).
(Give brief description of the place)

Pre-teach new vocabulary

Before we read the main text, we’re going to learn some new vocabulary. 

(Distribute the worksheet)

Now, we are going to do a matching activity.
Instruction

Match the words numbers 1 to 10 with the meanings from a~j underneath.

Write down your answer on the sheet. 
Work with your partner beside you. You have 3 minutes.

Demonstration

Here is an example. The first word is “chalk”.

Find the definition of “chalk” from the list below.

When you find the answer, write down the alphabet beside number 1.

ICQ

Do you work by yourself?

What are you supposed to do?

How much time do you have?

(Make sure that the student has a partner, if not; find one for him/her.)

(Monitor Ss discreetly and offer some help if necessary)

Let’s check the answers together. 

What did you get for “cliff”?

(Check all the answers with Ss)

Ok, now let’s start with our main text today. This is a brochure for the Park.

	Skimming for the main idea

(Teacher writes the guiding question on the board)

Q1: What kind of activities can you do at the Park?

Q2: Are you allowed to cycle anywhere in the Park?

Instruction

Think and remember these two guiding questions when you read.
I’ll give you just 30 seconds to skim the text and get the correct answers. This time please work alone.
CCQ

Is everyone familiar with the skimming and scanning techniques?

(Get some ideas from the students)
Skimming is reading a text to get the basic idea, rather than concentrating on absorbing all the details. For instance, people skim read a newspaper article just to get a quick overview.

ICQ

Do you read the text alone?

How much time do you have?

(Distribute the reading text)

You just have 30 seconds.
All right, time’s up!

Did you find the answers to the guiding questions?

(Check the answers with Ss)

Scanning for details

Instruction

I’m going to hand you out a worksheet. Read the worksheet. This time, scan the text and find the answers to the questions. You have 3 minutes. Work alone.

ICQ

What are you going to do?

Do you work alone?

How much time do you have?

(Distribute the worksheet and run the activity)

(Monitor discreetly)

Do you need more time?

Checking answers

Do you need more time?

If not, let’s go over the answers.

What is the answer for the question number 1?

Do you agree with the answer?

(Same for questions 2 to 7)
(Allow the students to answer the questions)

Did you get all the answers? Well done!

[Distribute the worksheet]

Introduction

Post Work

Next lesson, you are going to do a project based on task based learning.

With your group, you’re going to choose a place for visitors; it can be a national park like the Seven Sisters Country Park or a museum. You may also create a place such as the trip to the moon and so on.

In your group, I’d like you do make a brochure to represent the visiting place that you have chosen that includes the introduction of the place, what kind of activities you are able to do and some regulations of Dos and Don’ts.
