Aims:

∙Students will reinterpret a fairy tale by discuss it.
∙Students will revise their mistakes while communication by their teacher’s correction.
∙Students will improve to speak in English by presenting their work.
∙Students will communicate their idea by exchanging their opinions.
 

Language Skills:

1) Listening: Listening to other students’ presentation 
2) Speaking: Communicating each other and speaking their work
3) Reading: Reading worksheets 
4) Writing: Writing their script and synopsis
Language Systems: 

1) Grammar : Correcting grammar errors
2) Function : proper use of past perfect subjunctive
3) Discourse : Interaction with their own group through post-activity.
 

Assumptions about Students:

1) Students are interested in the topic
2) Students are not familiar with their teacher’s teaching method

3) Students have already known past subjunctive.
4) Most of students are good, but don’t respond immediately

 

Possible Problems and Solutions:

1) If some students are shy when they present, I will encourage them to do it.
2) If time is not enough, I’ll let students present their work within short limit time during post-activity

3) If some students finish each task earlier, I’ll give them some questions about the topic.
4) If students are not interested in the topic, I will try to raise their interest.

	∙Greeting

Good afternoon, everyone. Did you have a good dinner? I think you have something special tomorrow. What is it? Final…test! So are you excited? As a teacher, I hope you are excited about your test. 
∙Lead-in
I am going to show you one picture. (show p1) This movie is about a fairy tale. What title of it? (Ss answers) This title is (show the title) “Hansel and Gretel.” In this movie, they are witch hunters. As you know through this poster, children can’t watch this movie. This is for only adults. (put p1) Let’s look at the next picture. (show p2) Can you guess this title? (Ss answers) Right. It’s easier. This title is “Red Riding Hood.” This genre is thriller so it is for adults. (put p2) Look at the last picture. (Show p3) Have you watched this movie? (Ss answered) This title is “Beastly.” Can you guess this original fairy story? (Ss answers) Yes, this movie is “Beauty and the Beast” in modern style. Through these 3, can you guess today’s topic? Right.  Interpret a fairy tale again and create it. And especially I want to make yours in modern style like (point at p3) this. (Writing the topic on the board)

	∙Discussion & Practicing 
Instruction

You can make 2 groups of 4. You have 20 minutes to discuss and practice. I am going to give  you  this worksheet about what to do.   
Demonstration

Look at this. First please choose one fairy tale and create it for adults in modern style and make a three-minute script. Here is what you should do. For example imagine my group picks “Beauty and the Beast.” We will play roles, as a narrator and 3 characters. And then we will choose time period is 2014 and spatial setting is a romantic city. And then we will sketch our synopsis and script. You can look at these examples on the paper. When you finish your sketch your story, you should practice a play!
CCQ

1. What are you going to do? (sketch the story and practice for presenting a play)
2. How much time do you have? (20 minutes)
3. Are you working individually or in a group? (Group)

Today your play is perfect except some errors. (Write 3 errors one by one that Ss made on the board) Look at this word. Can you read in correct pronunciation? Can you correct it? 

Very good. Your play makes me surprised. Especially I like …( 3 good things ) of course we are not pro-actors so we have a little bit tiny mistakes. (say 3 bad things) But as I told you, they are very tiny. I think you all can start acting now! 

∙Giving Homework 

Instruction

This is your homework. You can find the movie different from the original. Find this kind of the movie and write what is the similarity and difference between the movie and the original. Write each 5 things at least. Its due-date is next day.  
Demonstration

For example, look at the pictures. These are about Rapunzel. One is the movie, and the other is a fairy tale. You can see a similarity and a difference for example after you get the worksheet.
CCQ

1. What are you going to do? (write similarity and difference)
2. How many similarity and difference? (each 5 things at least)

3. When is it due? (next class)

Closing

I will give you the final quiz. Do you know what does Rapunzel mean? It means ‘a cabbage’ because her mom always ate cabbage when she was with child.
