	Materials:

· An image of the “Friends (TV series)” poster containing the 6 main characters (prepared on a PPT slide).

· A picture for each of the following characters: Monica, Ross, and Joey.

· A picture of a messy room.

· A set of clues(images): a piece of gray thread, pieces of dark brown hair,  history bookmark, cookie crumbs, and a piece of earring.

*All of the pictures above may be presented on PPT slides, but hard copies should also be prepared in advance as an alternative solution in case technical problems arise.

· 12 copies of <Let's Collect Some Evidence!> worksheet.
· 12 copies of <Clues For Monica> worksheet (cloze).
· Computer connected to a projector and speakers.


	Aims:

Main Aims:

· Students will be able to explain the grammatical rules of the two most commonly used correlative conjunctions; "neither...nor", and "both… and". 
· Students will be able to create their own sentences using "neither...nor",  and "both… and" (correlative conjunctions)
· Students will be able to explain the function of correlative conjunctions, which is to join equal words, phrases and clauses.
Secondary Aims:

· Students will be able to distinguish correlative conjunctions from coordinating conjunctions (for, and, nor, but, or, yet, so); they will understand that correlative conjunctions always come in pairs like "either/or", “neither/nor”, and “both/and”.
Personal Aims:

· I want to lead the class more confidently by speaking up.



	Language Skills:

Listening
· Students will listen as the teacher tells the background story to begin the  <Detective Investigation Activity>.
Speaking
· Students will discuss in groups to complete the cloze and to come up with an answer for the discussion question in <Detective Investigation Activity>.
· Students will make up a sentence using "either/or", and say it aloud during the post-activity.
· Students will come up to the board to present their ideas about the use of correlative conjunctions.
Reading
· Students will read the clues in <Let’s Collect Some Evidence> worksheet.
· Students will read the instructions in the worksheets. 
Writing
· Students will write their answers on the worksheets.
· Students will come up to the board and write down the ideas that have been shared in their groups for the <Discussion Topic> section of the <Clues for Monica> worksheet.


	Language Systems:

Phonology
· Students will learn how to pronounce "correlative conjunctions" as well as 
     "either...or", "neither...nor", and "both...and".  
Lexis
· Students will learn the definition of "correlative conjunctions" 
· Students will understand when it is appropriate to use "either...or", "neither...nor", and "both...and".   as they learn about their meanings.  
Grammar
· Students will learn the rules and use of correlative conjunctions; "either...or", "neither...nor", and "both...and".
Function
· Correlative conjunctions used to join equal words, phrases and sentences.
· Giving advice (post-activity): "Ross, if you are really sorry, you should either________ or _________."
Discourse
· Students will discuss in groups in order complete the worksheets for <Detective Investigation Activity>.
· Students will give advice to Ross for the post-activity.



	Assumptions:

· Students have previously learned, and are familiar with the coordinating conjunctions (for, and, nor, but, or, yet, so).
· Students have seen, or are at least familiar with the TV series <Friends>.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Although <Friends> is an internationally popular TV series, some students may not have watched it.
· Understanding the whole storyline is not important, so just briefly introduce the 6 main characters (Monica, Ross, Joey, Chandler, Phoebe, Rachel)   to give them an idea of what it is about. Other student’s who have seen the series may help explain it to their classmates. 
· Students may need extra time for completing worksheets, or answering the discussion topic question.
· Try to bring up the discussion as a whole class activity (ask for volunteers)

· Students may get confused by the rules and use of correlative conjunctions as this lesson aims to facilitate and encourage student's discovery of grammatical structures on their own.  

· Try to provide further examples (make it more explicit).

· The projector or the computer may malfunction.
· Have the PPT slides prepared in hard copies in advance.

	Lead in by presenting the image of the “Friends(TV series” poster. See if students recognize the characters in the poster.
Guiding Questions

-Do you recognize the characters in this popular TV series?
-What is their relationship to one another?

-Where do most of the episodes take place in the series?

  (( Monica’s apartment, boys’ apartment, Central Perk Coffee house)

Motivate

According to Monica (present picture of Monica), something mysterious happened in her apartment last night. Yesterday, Monica was out in her office, working all day. When she came back home close to midnight, she found out that her room was a total mess!! (present a picture of messy room) 
Out of all her friends, Monica thinks the suspect is either Ross, or Joey. (( write the sentence on the board, or present through PPT)
Today, we are going to help Monica find out who the suspect is (Ross, or Joey) by organizing the clues for her.
Elicit

Before we begin, does anybody know the name of the grammatical structure used in this sentence? ((Monica thinks neither Phoebe, nor Rachel is the suspect. Monica thinks the suspect is either Ross, or Joey. )
Transition

Well, we are going to find out soon. 

So let's jump into our first activity.

Instruction 1:
Now you have all the evidence and assumptions.
It's time for you to give Monica more explicit clues.

Fill in the blanks to make the clues more obvious for Monica. You can use the word bank for reference.

The first two questions are already done for you. 

Teacher reads first, and the Students repeat chorally:
T: Ross AND Joey do not have pierced ear(s).
    That means, Neither Ross nor Joey have pierced ear(s).
    Repeat after me. Neither Ross nor Joey have pierced ear(s).
S: students repeat.

T: Ross AND Joey do have dark brown hair.

   That means, Both Ross and Joey have dark brown hair.

   Repeat after me. Both Ross and Joey have dark brown hair.
S: students repeat.

Guiding question:

Can you see the pattern here? 
Go on and try to complete questions 3, 4, and 5 in your groups. Do not move onto the <discussions topic> yet.
ICQs:

-Where can you find the words to fill in the gaps?
-Do you answer the whole worksheet? No. Just numbers 3,4 and 5.

-how much time do you have to complete this worksheet?

Run the Activity (2 min.):

Monitor and get students to actively engage in discussion to figure out the grammatical pattern for the correlative conjunctions used (neither/nor, both/and, either/or).

*Go over answers as a class.
Also, draw a conclusion as a class: so who is the suspect? Ross.
Task 2: 
Group discussion: <Discussion Topic> in <Clues For Monica> worksheet.
Instruction 2:

Let's move on to the <Discussion Topic>, and try to answer the question in your groups. You can also use the internet and do some research.
ICQs:

Run the Activity: (3 min.)
Monitor and get students to actively engage in discussion to come up with an answer for the discussion question.

So we are going to give Ross some suggestions about what he can do. We're going to go around the room and everyone will take a chance to give him an advice.

Teacher's Demo:


Poor Ross, if you are really sorry, you can either invite Monica for a great dinner, or write her a sincere letter.
Run the Activity:

Discreetly monitor as everyone takes their turns, 
And, help students to correct grammatical errors through gestures, facial expressions, fingers, mouthing, etc. 
Error Corrections:

Error corrections could be done as the activity is running.
Close:

This is all for today.

All of you have done a great job.

See you all tomorrow.
