	Aims:

Main Aim:
· Students will be able to revise the form of the third conditional. Students have the chance to see and listen to how the form is used to express how events in the past could have been different.
Secondary Aim:
· Students will be able to finish third conditional sentences to express their own opinions and answer third conditional questions about their own lives

Personal Aim: 
·  I want to try the inductive approach to make students’ higher retention of grammar.
·  I want to control time management and give a clear instruction to students.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students should practice reading the passage to draw out the answers by reading the hurricane worksheet.
·  Speaking: Students will share their own opinions and discuss in group working to finish third conditional sentences to express.
· Listening: Students will practice listening when they listen to the song of Brian McKnight.
· Writing: Students should write their own 3rd conditional sentence what they regret in the past. 


	Language Systems:

· Phonology: The form of should have, would have, could have will be explained to students. For example, if I'd known earlier, I would've done something: /wʊdəv/

· Lexis: N/A
· Grammar: 3rd conditional (If  +  Subject  +  Had  +  Past Participle,

+  Subject  +  Modal  + Have + Past Participle)
· Function: imaging different things happened in the past.

· Discourse: discussing about the song of Brian McKnight why he used a 3rd conditional in his song.


	Assumptions: 
· Most of students know the 2nd conditional tense in a previous lesson.
· Students might have some decisions that they regret in a reality.
· Students are adults at intermediate level.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· The activities may run short than expected. Prepare SOS just in case.
· The computer or projector (internet) may malfunction. Play the song from the smart phone.
· Some students may have difficulty in coming up with their own ideas. Give an enough time to think and be flexible with the time.

Good morning everyone. Are you ready to start?
Quick Review 
Do you remember the 2nd conditional that we had learned yesterday? 

For example,

‘if he were a young man, he would be able to walk faster

Is he able to walk faster now? (N)
The second conditional is used to talk about ‘impossible’ situations.

Contextualization
I am going to tell you about my story today.
‘I decided to study in the Netherlands when I was 23, because I wanted to travel Europe and study at the same time. If I hadn’t studied in the Netherlands, I would have stayed in Canada.’
Write the words on the board. 

I/had/not/study/the Netherlands/stay/Canada

When students give me some ideas, write down the full sentence on the board.

‘If I hadn’t studied in the Netherlands, I would have stayed in Canada.’

CCQs:
· Did I study in the Netherland? (Y)
· Did I stay in Canada?(N)
· Is this situation real or are we imagining? (Imagining)

· Are we talking about the past, present or future? (The past)

Elicit
 There is a guy who wants to tell his story to his girlfriend through the song. Do you want to listen to the song of Brian McKnight?(Y)
Guided warmer activity

Brian McKnight is a popular R & B singer.  He had a hit with his song "Shoulda, Woulda, Coulda". Let’s watch him singing the song. When you watch the video try to listen the story of his song.
Listen to the song and pay attention to the lyrics.
ICQs:

Should you just watch the video?
What do we pay attention to?
(Play the song and monitor students discretely and ask them afterwards to tell the story of the video)

	1. Recall 
Did you enjoy the song? Now I want you to discuss in groups about the story of the song. I’ll give you 3 minutes to discuss.
ICQs:
How much time do you have?

What do you discuss about?
Brian McKnight uses this relaxed English pronunciation in his song.  He sings about the regrets he has in his relationship that has ended.  
CCQs:

· What is the main idea of the song?
(The main idea is that he should have been a better man.)
· What could have happened, if he had been a better man?

(If he had been a better man, he could have stayed together with his girlfriend.)
2. Reflect

Outstanding job!! He seemed like regretting what he has done before. To talk about these regrets, he used the reduction of ‘should have, could have, and would have’. Now, discuss with your partner why he used these sentences. You have 3 minutes to talk.
CCQs:

· Why the title is "Shoulda, Woulda, Coulda"?
· Why does his girlfriend decide to leave him?
Elicit
What if you had been him?

Elicit the 3rd conditional tense from students.
3. Conclude

Well done everyone! Do you know how do we call the sentence like you’ve just learned? It is a 3rd conditional. 

(write 3rd conditional on the board)

 As you already noticed, the third conditional is called the past unreal conditional.  It is for past actions.

Elicit: 
Now you know the title of the song. What is it? ("Shoulda, Woulda, Coulda") yes! It is a reduction of should have, would have, and could have. 
Examples:        

Write down the board ‘could’ve, should’ve, might’ve and would’ve

The third conditional is called the past unreal conditional.  It is for past actions.

Could’ve /ˈkʊd.əv/
If I had known about the party, I could’ve gone.

Should’ve /ˈʃʊd.əv/
If you had known about the party, you should’ve told me.

Would ‘ve/ˈwʊd·əv/
If I had known about the party, I would’ve gone.
These conditional statements are often shortened in conversation.  
CCQs:

When do we normally use these words?

How do you pronounce ‘might have’/ˈmaɪ.təv/?
[Advice in the past]

These sentences usually don't have an "if" clause and can often be more direct.

Examples:  

•
You should have saved your money.

•
You should not have gone with him.
[Describes what you would have done differently]
Example:  

•
If I had been you, I would not have bought those shoes.

•
If I had thought about it, I wouldn't have eaten so much.

Form

We use third conditional to imagine a different past. For example,

• She would have passed her exam if she had studied more.

These are things which are: 
1. in the past, and therefore impossible to change
2. we use it to express regret
CCQs:
Did she pass the exam?(N)

Did she study enough?(N)

Is it possible to change the result?(N)

Yes! She didn't study enough and so she didn't pass her exam in reality. Let’s do substitution table drilling.
(turn on the computer and connect to PPT)

Substitution table Drilling
If+

Past Perfect +  (continuous)

would have + wouldn't have

Past Participle

If

I hadn't studied, I

wouldn't have

passed the exam.

I had seen him, I

would have

told him.

she hadn't gone out, she

wouldn't have

got sick.

If the result is not sure, we can use: Would Probably, Might Have or Could Have
Would(n't) have + could/might have
Past Participle +

if +

Past Perfect     (continuous)
I could have

passed the exam

if

I had studied.

I would have

told him

if

I had seen him.

She might have

gone to the party

if

she had known about it.

He wouldn't have

bought it, even

if

he had had the money.

(show students the substitution table)
Listen first. If I hadn’t studied, I wouldn’t have passed the exam.

(point  out the sentence of substitution table while reading)

Now repeat after me. If I hadn’t studied, I wouldn’t have passed the exam. (point  out the sentence of substitution table while reading and let class repeat)

Ask one of students to speak individually.

CCQs:
When do we use ‘Would Probably, Might Have or Could Have’?

Did she go to party?(the result is not sure)

Hand out the reading worksheet ‘the hurricane’. Ask students read it first and then discuss about the questions in groups.

ICQs:

Should you answer the question in groups?(Y)

How much time do you have?(5 min)

(run the task and check the answer together)

· Less-controlled Practice
Instruction
Ok. Now you have idea about 3rd conditional. You are going to write down at least 2 regrets that you have. You need to take turns telling the partner about your regrets, while the partner has to reassure you by giving possible worse consequences. 
Demonstration
For example, I say “If I had spent more time training, I could have become an Olympic swimmer. “Then my partner would say “If you had spent more time swimming, you would have drowned in the pool.”

(Run the activity and monitor students pronunciation)

ICQs:
Are we just making a 3rd conational sentence?
Do you work alone?
(Let students practice the sentence with the partner and monitor them carefully. Do not involve too much)

· Think of a time when you helped someone, what would they have done without your help? 

· Think of a time when you had an accident, how could things have happened differently? 

· Think of a time when you or someone you know was in danger, how could things have happened differently? 

· Think of big decisions you have made in your life related to work / studying / family, how could things have happened differently? How could things be different now?
