	Aims:

Main Aim:
· Ss will be able to understand the prepositions of place by various types of demonstration.
· Ss will be able to use ‘Where’ questions to know where the objects are.

Secondary Aim:

· Ss will be able to improve their speaking skills by actively participating in drilling activity and talking to each other.
· Ss will be able to increase their interactions by managing seat arrangement and learning in friendly environment. 
Personal Aim:

· I want to increase STT so that they are able to use the prepositions of place accurately and fluently.

· I will try to use a process of inductive learning. 



	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss should read the preposition worksheet.
· Speaking: Ss should work in groups to check worksheet’s answers and should speak out loud during activities.

· Listening: Ss should listen to teacher’s instructions, explanation or demonstration and peer’s ideas or opinions.
· Writing: Ss should write down answers to complete the worksheet.



	Language Systems:

· Phonology: N/A
· Lexis: trousers, wardrobe, torch
· Grammar: prepositions of place (in, on, behind, under, between, next to, etc.)
· Function: inventing new prepositions and using it in particular situations
· Discourse: discussing in groups, asking questions and answering



	Assumptions:
· Ss are in elementary school.
· Ss might know most of simple and easy vocabularies in the worksheets.
· Ss might not learn rules of prepositions before.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Some Ss might have difficulty in understanding instructions. Demonstrate the activity by using chunk instructions.
· Ss might be confused using prepositions of ‘on’ and ‘above’. Demonstrate and explain these by realia.
· Ss might finish their activities early. Follow SOS plan.

Pre-teach: by demonstrating the words and following these steps.

Elicit: “trousers” Shawn wears this every day. This covers the body from the waist downward and covers each leg separately. What is this? Right. It is also called pants.
CCQs: Can woman wear trousers as well?
             What do you need to do with your trousers when you want to go to the toilet?

Elicit: “wardrobe” It is a tall cabinet in which you can hang your clothes. What is it? Correct. Repeat after me ‘wardrobe’. 
CCQs: Do you put your wardrobe in the kitchen?

             What can I use wardrobe for?

Elicit: “torch” This is a small electric light which is powered by batteries and which you can carry in your hand. I usually use it when there is the power cut at home. What is this? Great.

CCQs: What happens if there is no battery in the torch?

             Is it helpful using the torch when there are bright lights?

Instructions: now, I want you to tell me where a candy is! Raise your hand if you know the answer.

ICQ: Can you say out loud your answers?

Demonstration: Cindy would you be a volunteer for me? Great. Please place a candy wherever you want. Cindy did. The candy is _________.
Run the Activity: show or demonstrate where a candy is to Ss by using a box and candy.
Elicit: where is a candy? (each prepositions of place)
           Do you know differences between ‘on’ and ‘above’?

          Are ‘against’ and ‘beside’ the same?

2. Game ( be a faster one)
Instructions: (divide 12 Ss into 3 groups) I’m going to write the questions on the board. Discuss within your group and raise your hand if you know the answer. But don’t shout your answer out loud! And the answers have to be in full sentences. 
ICQ: where am I going to write questions?

         How will you answer the questions?

Run the Activity: (Write down the questions on the white board)

· Where is Tobin’s laptop?

· Where is green clay?
· Where is a read red hat?

· Where is __________?

· Where is _________?

· Where is _________?

Elicit: can you see any common word from those questions?
           That’s right. 

Close the Activity: let’s move onto next step to find out why there is a common word called ‘Where”. Please go back to your seat now.

1. Completing the worksheet #1

Elicit: Do you see the word “position” in the preposition? It’s on the top of the first page.
           A preposition is a word that says something about the position of a noun. What we’ve learnt today is Prepositions of place. (write on the board) 

And you can find the prepositions by asking the questions ‘where’. That’s why there was a common word called where in the questions.
Instructions: now, I want you to work in the group to complete the worksheet. I will give you 5min to finish all of them and will check the answers together later. 

ICQ: how long do you have for?

Run the Activity: 

· Monitoring Ss discreetly while doing worksheet.
· Each group takes turns to present their answers in numerical order.

Nicely done class, the next activity is a pair work. Choose one partner within your group for the next activity.

(handing out ‘where’s the’ worksheet)
2. Completing the worksheet #2 (Role Play)
Instructions: with your partner, complete the worksheet by role play. One can ask where the animal is and the other can answer using prepositions. I will give you 2 min to complete this task.

ICQ: what are you going to do with your partner?

Run the Activity: 

· Monitoring discreetly
· Each pair takes turn to present their answers
Error Correction: Go over any errors that you’ve noticed or heard throughout the activities. Write down errors on the board and try to elicit corrections.
Feedback: Did you have fun today?

                  Do you now know which prepositions to use in particular situations?

Close: Everyone did very well today. Thank you class. (Congratulate the Ss on their works)

SOS: Play a short song about the prepositions of place from You Tube.
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
