	Aims:

Main Aim:
· Ss will be able to learn and exercise the preposition of time; ‘in’, ‘at’, ‘on’.
Secondary Aim:
· Ss will be able to exercise to make sentences using ‘in’, ‘at’, ‘on’ by completing the worksheet.
· Ss will be able to use prepositions of time by demonstrating with word cards.
Personal Aim: 
· I want to exercise a lecturing with a enthusiastic manner and practice of time management.



	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss should read the worksheet about ‘Invitation card’ and also use their comprehension by solving questions of worksheet.
· Speaking: Ss should work in groups and have many chances to present and communicate which they learn about the preposition of time.
· Listening:  Ss should listen to other Ss’ presentation or conversation about ‘Invitation card’.
· Writing:  Ss should write the answer of comprehension questions to complete the worksheet.



	Language Systems:

· Phonology: reading sentences out loud, and exercise it by the presentation.
· Lexis: N/A
· Grammar: learn and exercise the preposition of time; ‘in’, ‘at’, ‘on’.
· Function: making functional sentences to ask for the time.
· Discourse: exercising by making a question and answer to ask for the time.



	Assumptions: 
· Ss are able to present their view in English. 
· Ss might know most of vocabularies in the passage.
· Ss are interested in fairy tales




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· The computer or projector may malfunction. Use iPad to show slides instead of the computer system.

· Ss might have difficulty in understanding instructions. Use chunk instructions and show PPT slides.

· Ss might feel shy to do a presentation. Lead-in by showing demo presentation and encourage them.

· The activities may run overtime. Skip some presentation time so make enough time

Motivate
Today I need your help. (Showing a slide page 3)
 Let’s help Cinderella to go to the Prince’s birthday party.
By doing some activities, we can help her.
(Ss will be fun and curious on the topic.)

	Warm-up: 
(by showing a slide on ppt and following these steps)
Cinderella lost her invitation card. 

So, she doesn’t know when the party starts.

First, we’ll make sentences to give her information.
Instructions: 
(Showing a slide page 4)
I’ll give you a word card.
In each card, one or more words are written. 

Using one card cannot make a full sentence.

Mixing three cards can make a perfect sentence.
So, you need find two more matching cards to make a sentence.

Each sentence will be a clue to help Cinderella. 

There are some rule to find it

(Showing a slide page 5)
Rule one: You can talk only one person at one chance.
You cannot do a group talk. 

Rule two: After making one sentence, you’ll write it on the board.

Rule three: You can talk in 3 minutes.

After 3 minutes, this game will be end, and we will check sentence. 

One condition to remember: Cinderella’s birthday is earlier than Prince’s

ICQs: Can you do a group talk?                        (No)

           How long do you have to talk?                (3 min)

Run the Activity: monitoring and answering Ss’ questions. Check time. (3min)
Check the answer: 

 Let’s check sentences. Read sentences together.
(Read the sentences and check them.)
Prince’s birthday is on October 9th 

Cinderella’s birthday is in May

Prince’s party will be thrown on Saturday

Cinderella will be back at midnight
Situation A: (Ss answer correctly) Good job. I think we are ready to help Cinderella. (go to main activity)
Situation B: (Ss answer wrongly) Good job. We’ll check these sentences more. (go to main activity)

	1. Recall

Before we help Cinderella, let’s see how to choose a correct preposition.

(Showing a slide page 6)
As you see this chart, there are sentences that you wrote.

There is no preposition of time. 

Could you please read the sentence of first line and guess the preposition?

TTT: What should be in there at the first sentence?   

STT: at (If Ss give wrong answer, T gives error correction time using ‘mouthing’ technique)

TTT: good. Cinderella will be back at midnight.
What should be in there at the second sentence?

STT: on (If Ss give wrong answer, T gives error correction time using ‘mouthing’ technique)
TTT: excellent. Prince’s birthday is on October 9th 
What should be in there at the third sentence?
STT: in (If Ss give wrong answer, T gives error correction time using ‘mouthing’ technique) 

TTT: Good job. Cinderella’s birthday is in May.
2. Reflect
Instructions: 

Great job. Now You’ll have a worksheet to practice these sentences. 

Before doing that, I want you to make 3 groups. 

(Divide 12 Ss into 3 groups) 
In 4 minutes, you will make answer sentences at the worksheet.
Each group has the different question.

Group A takes Q1, Group B takes Q2, Group C takes Q3.
For each question, you’ll make 3 answers.

After the time, we’ll check sentences together. 

(Showing a slide page 7)
ICQ: How long will you write on the worksheet?   (4min)
         Do you need to work as a group?                   (yes)
Run the Activity: T spreads work sheet and monitor the class  (4min)

3. Conclude

TTT: Now, we can check together. Group A What’s your sentence of Q1?
STT: It is at~~~~~~
(Showing a slide page 7, and show the answer part of Q1)
TTT: what kind of words in there? 
STT: kinds of time, hour, minute, moment of time. 

(T elicits ST. Let Ss talk the answers. If needed, ask other groups again) 

TTT: Good. Group B What’s your sentence of Q2?
STT: It is on~~~~~~
(Showing a slide page 7, and show the answer part of Q2)
TTT: what kind of words in there? 

STT: Day of the week, Month with day, special day. 
(T elicits ST. Let Ss talk the answers. If needed, ask other groups again)

TTT: Outstanding. Group C What’s your sentence of Q3?
STT: I was born in ~~~~~~
(Showing a slide page 7, and show the answer part of Q3)
TTT: what kind of words in there? 

STT: month, year, season, a section of day. 
(T elicits ST. Let Ss talk the answers. If needed, ask other groups again)
(Showing a slide page 8)
TTT: Excellent. This  rule is ‘proposition of time’ 
As you said, ‘at’, ‘on’, ‘in’ are used at these situations.

	4. Prepare

Warm-up

Now, You’re going to work as a pair. 

(Divide 12 Ss into 6 pairs)
You’ll have an invitation card at the worksheet.

By using this worksheet, make 1 or 2 questions and answers as a form of conversation of Cinderella and fairy.

Every question is concern with the contents of invitation card.

You can talk in 4 minutes.
You need to use prepositions of time in the answer sentences.
After 4 minute, we will have a presentation time. 
ICQs: Can you do as a pair?                               (Yes)

           How long do you have to write?                (4 min)

Run the Activity: 
· Ss read the worksheet, then discuss as a pair. (4 min)

· After the discussion,  1 or 2 groups read a conversation in front of class (2min)
· T monitors Ss discreetly while doing worksheet
· T do encouraging and complimenting Ss while presenting their own works. 
· Depends on time, more pairs will have a chance to do a presentation. 
Error Correction: Go over any errors that you’ve heard throughout their discussions or activities. Write errors down on the board and try to elicit corrections.
Close: (Congratulate the Ss on a work) Every class members really did a great job.
 (Showing a slide page 9) 

With your help, Cinderella will meet the prince, and they’ll live happily ever after. Bibbidi Bobbidi BooDi
SOS: Give Ss some chances to make new Q&A. Give Ss more presentation time to the class.
