Get to know & True or False Ice-Breaker

Before/preparation: a picture of band playing, painter, musician, actors and audience, 
2 sets of questions, 2 pieces of paper
Lead in; Good afternoon class, _____, how was your weekday? //
 _____, how about you? Did you do anything special?

Set up

1. Eliciting: (Showing a visual of a band playing) ok everyone, what do you see in this picture? Where do you go to see a band playing? (Word storm) when you think of band playing, what words come across your mind? (Taping the picture on the board) The class starts to say, “concert, bar, drums, guitars, musicians, audience,,,,,,etc..” 
After all students have answered, I will check the idea of musician, and audience.
2. CCQ: (showing a picture of painter), is she a musician? “No”, or (showing a picture of a musician) is he a musician? “Yes”. That’s right. Now, Audience. What do you know about audience? What does it mean? 
I will let students answer. If anyone doesn’t answer, then explain about it.
Audience is a group of people watching or listening to a play, concert, movie, or public meetings etc. (Showing a picture of something else) Are they audience? “No”, then (Showing a photo of audience) then, are they audience? “Yes”. Very good!

3. Demonstration: Now, we are going to do some activities to get to know each other more. (Dividing into 2 groups) from ____ to ____, are in one group, and from _____ to ____are in one group. 

4. Instruction: Now I will give you 3 questions to each group. Each one can pick only 1 question, and ask one of your partners. Once finishing Q&A, each one can write down one sentence about what you found of your partner like Yeonjin visited a zoo last year or Joy has never visited a zoo. At the end, each group will have 3 sentences, right. But, remember! One of the 3 sentences must be false. And I will give you 5 minutes. Ok?

5. ICQ: 1) So, what we are going to do? = asking questions
     2) How many questions can each one ask? = only 1 question
     3) And how many sentences does each team have at the end? = 3 sentences
     4) are they all false? =No, then, is only one false? =yes     [image: image1.wmf]
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6. Explicit instruction: Good. I don’t want you to start until I finish giving questions and say begin. 
7. Explicit ICQ:  1) Are you going to start before I say begin? =No
             2) Are you working in pairs? = Yes
             3) How much time do you have? =5 minutes

I will give a box containing 3 questions to each team, and say begin

8. The class begins asking a question to one of their partners. I just monitor making sure they are following the instruction. I want to step back and not interrupt their work. Before stopping them, I draw a line on the board for next activity.
When time is up, I will draw their attention. And say:

Close

Ok, now do you have 2 true sentences and one false sentence? Could anyone from each team come out and write the sentences on the board? 

When finishing writing down on the board, then I will ask the opposite team to quest which sentence is false, and give 30 seconds. When they answer, I will check with the writer if it is correct, and then do the same vise-versa. 

Post –Activity
Very good! I will correct any of the student’s oral mistakes that I have noted, and If I don’t hear or see any error, then I will have students unscramble the sentence.  <used/watch/a/I/to/once/movies/month>=I used to watch movies once a month. Any questions? Then, let’s move on to next!
