Instruction: Just like this, you can write down your best travel experience on the paper that I will give you. I will give you 3 min to complete and you will work individually.

Demonstration: Now, we are about to call a travel agency to confirm our trip booking.  
(Attaching a wall chart on the board)

Here is a dialogue we can usually say when calling to a travel agency.
I am a staff in the agency. and JI, could you read Customer?
(Phone ringing)

Agency: Hello, this is the best travel agency. What can I do for you?

B: Hi, I would like to check my booking flight. 
A: Sure, what is your name?

B: My name is ____.

A: hm….I am sorry, but you haven’t booked any flight. we don’t have your record.

Ok. Thanks JI for helping me read this.

Now, we are going to extend and complete this dialogue. For example, 

B: Excuse me? that’s nonsense. I booked it yesterday.

A: I’m sorry ma’am. Are you sure you called our agency?

B: Yes, I did call you. I remembered the person who I talked to. Her name is Sandra.

A: Oh, I am so sorry ma’am. She is no longer working here. She quit yesterday evening.

B: OMG.

Instruction: just like this, 
You can make a 3 min long dialogue on the worksheet in pair.
