	Materials:
- picture of thunderbolt, Zeus, Aphrodite, the Olympians, Olympics
- Olympian gods quiz (7 copies)
- Wall chart with the answers to mini quiz
- Picture of gods for conversation activity
- “create your own Greek god” wall chart (with demonstration)



	Aims:

Main Aim: To enable students to improve their speaking skills by having them discuss about the Greek gods as the Olympians. 
Secondary Aim: Students will learn about the names and the characteristics of the Greek gods by taking a quiz, creating a conversation, and creating their own god. 

Personal Aim: I want to work on delivering clear instructions. I want to be more enthusiastic during the lesson. I also want to work on my speaking and teaching pace.


	Language Skills:
Speaking: Students will talk to each other when discussing about the quiz questions, creating conversation, and creating a Greek god. 
Listening: Students will listen to each other when presenting their answers.  
Writing: Students will be writing their answers to the quiz on paper and the board.  
Reading: Students will read the quiz questions, and the writings on the wall charts. 


	Language Systems:
Phonology: god names pronunciation such as Poseidon, Dionysus
Lexical: Olympians, thunderbolt
Grammatical: None to discuss
Functional: Having a conversation in a restaurant
Discourse: None to discuss


	Assumptions: 
- All Ss have some basic idea about the Greek mythology
- All Ss have heard of the Greek gods names and their basic characteristics

- Most Ss know how to read the gods’ names (know the pronunciation)

- All Ss have done creativity activities (creating dialogues and creating-own-god)



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:



	1) Due to time management, Ss must learn about 12 gods and their characteristics in the pre-activity which might be too many questions for me to answer.  
	1) I will follow the 1/3 rule when Ss present and give the rest of the answers on a wall chart. I will tell the Ss that pronunciation is not that important. If they still have questions, I will answer the questions during break time or after class. 

	2) Ss might talk longer than I expected when asked to present their own Greek god and the conversation.  
	2) I will follow the 1/2 rule for the main activity which we will only get half the Ss to present.

	3) I might need more time to complete my 40 minute micro-teaching since some class members could be absent or running late.
	3) I will do SOS activity (advantages and disadvantages of having a super power) that I have prepared.

(picture of a thunderbolt) 
What do you see in this picture? thunderbolt
Do you know the name of the king of the Greek gods whose symbol is a thunderbolt? Zeus
(Show picture of Zeus) 
Does anyone know the word for the 12 major Greek gods? Olympians ( hint with Olympics)
CCQ: 
(a picture of someone during the Olympics game) 
In this context, Is this guy an Olympian? 
(a picture of the Greek gods) 
Are they the Olympians? 

Does anyone know how many Olympians there are? 12

Can you name some of them? 

Instruction: 
(Pair people first. Just people sitting next to each other)
We are now going to take a mini quiz on the Twelve Olympians to see how much you know about the Greek gods. You are going to work with your partner(s). You have 3 minutes to work on the quiz. 
ICQ: 
What are you going to do? Take the quiz

How much time do you have? 3 minutes

Are you working individually? No, in groups

Explicit Instruction:
I don’t want you guys to start until I give you the quiz and say begin.

Explicit ICQ:
Are you going to start when I give you the paper? No

Are you going to start when I say begin? Yes

Run: 
Students start activity. I will monitor and give time warning for 1 minute, 30 seconds, and 10 seconds. 
Close: 
Have one person in group come up to the board and write down the answer up to question 8. 
Have a wall chart prepared of the answers for the rest of the questions.

	Students work on creating their own conversations between two (or three) gods
	<Conversation between the gods>
Grouping here: 
Use the words ‘The’ ‘Twelve’ ‘Olympians’
All the ‘Thes’ are a group, ‘Twelves’ are a group, and ‘Olympians’ are a group. 

Demonstration: 
Imagine Zeus and Aphrodite are on a blind date and they are having a conversation. 

(Wall Chart)

Zeus: Hi, I am Zeus. I am the king of all gods and I am very powerful.  

Aphrodite: Hi, I am Aphrodite. I am the goddess of beauty. I have a magic belt that make people fall in love. 
Zeus: May I borrow your belt? I really like pretty girls so I want them to love me. 
Aphrodite: No, because your wife Hera will be very jealous.  
Instruction: 
“Now you are going to be randomly assigned to be a god or a goddess. Create a conversation with your partner(s). You have 3 minutes to create a dialogue between them.”
ICQ: 
What are you going to do? Create a conversation
How much time do you have? 3 minutes
Are you working individually? No, in groups
Run: 
Students come up with a dialogue in 3 minutes. Make sure to warn them of 1 minute, 30 seconds, and 10 seconds. 
Close: 
Students present their conversations

	Materials: ‘Create-your-own-Greek-god’ wall chart (for demonstration)

	Students come up with their own Greek god with their group. 
	Demonstration:

Imagine that Zeus has come to you and said that Olympus is lacking a god or goddess, and he needs you to help. I have created a god for Zeus. 

(demonstrate my own god)

Name: Sleepy Head

Power: I can make people fall asleep.

Symbol: A pillow, pajamas

Personality: Lazy, Slow, Chill

Friends: Dionysus, because I like to chill with Dionysus and drink wine

Enemies: Ares, because he is too energetic for Sleepy Head to hang out with. 

Instruction:

Invent a new Olympian and describe him or her with your partner(s). Come up with a name, connection to Olympus, symbol, personality, friends, and enemies. You have 3 minutes to create an Olympian. 

ICQ: 
What are you doing? Creating a god
How much time do you have? 3 minutes
Are you working individually? No, in groups

Run: 
Students discuss and create their own Greek god. Make sure to warn them of 1 minute, 30 seconds, and 10 seconds. 
Close: Students present their gods.  

Error Correction:
If none, unscramble word EUSZ= ZEUS
