Secondary Aims:

Personal Aims:

· I want to lead the class more confidently by speaking up.


	Language Skills:

· Students will listen to the song (or talk) in the movies related to idioms and guess what the meaning is. 
Speaking
· Students will discuss in groups what the meaning of idiom in the movie is after watching some movies. 
· Students will share their thoughts about the meaning of idioms by presenting them on their own.
· Students will talk about idioms when they are playing some activities related to idioms.
Reading
· Students will read the cloze worksheet with idioms.
· Students will read some idioms in the cards during an activity. 
Writing
· Students will write the meaning of idioms on their worksheet on their own..

	Activity: Do The matching worksheet about idioms
