	Aims:
· Ss will have a talk with pairs for finding out some information from interviewer.
· Ss will be able to talk about their interview after reading their role card. 
· Ss will become more confident while interviewing. 


	Language Skills:
· Reading: Ss will read the role card and understand the text. 
· Writing: Ss will take notes while discussing. 
· Speaking: Ss will have a conversation in pairs for an interview and present about interview. 
· Listening: Ss will listen to each other during interviews. 


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: formal speech, correct mispronunciation
· Lexis: interviewer, interviewee, celebrity
· Grammar: question form and response in an interview
· Function: discussion, presentation
· Discourse: have a conversation with a partner for an interview


	Assumptions:
· Ss already know celebrities such as ‘Bill Gates’, ‘Oprah Winfrey’, ‘Lady Gaga’.
· Ss have an experience about an interview. 
· Ss are able to express their ideas while discussing. 
· Ss will participating in role play. 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If Ss want to know about the person ‘Bill Gates’, ‘Oprah Winfrey’, ‘Lady Gaga’, give them some information about them. 
· If Ss need more time do an interview with peers, give them more time. 
· If the beam projector is broken, use the picture of people.
