· Main aim: T will help Ss to enhance their speaking skill by having Ss have two kinds of interview with partners.
· Secondary aim: Ss will talk about job interview by being interviewer and interviewees, explaining the words that somebody doesn’t know.
· Personal aim: I’d like to improve my teaching pace and creative grouping skills.



	Language Skills:
