	Aims:
Main Aims:
· Ss will be able to speak fluently by asking questions through the interview
· Ss will learn new vocabulary related to left and right brain

· Ss will work cooperatively in a group by sharing their ideas

Personal Aim:
· I hope that Ss will improve their speaking skill through discussion and interview
· I hope that Ss will know better about characters of left brained and right brained people through the role-play



	Language Skills:

· Listening: teacher’s elicitation, other Ss’ responses to interview, other Ss’ opinions in discussion.
· Reading : role card
· Speaking : asking and answering during interview, role-play
· Writing : filling in information during interview



	Language Systems:

1. Phonology : correct pronunciation of some words
                    ( ex) impetuous, thoroughly)
2. Lexis : left brain, right brain, whole brain
3. Grammar : present tense during interview
4. Function : asking for information, giving information
5. Discourse : discussing students’ ideas who is left-brained and right-brained


	Assumptions:

· Ss are familiar with interview and role-play.
· Ss enjoy doing interview and role-play
· Ss are accustomed to working individually and in groups of 3-4



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Some Ss may not be active in the discussion
->Encourage them by asking some questions for her or him.

->Make all the Ss to share their ideas together.

· Some Ss may have a difficult time to prepare role play.

->Explain and give some examples how to prepare it.

· Some Ss may not know all the vocabularies.

->Explain the meanings individually or as a group.

Hi, class? How are you today?

· Eliciting :

Before we get started. Let me ask you some questions.

1 When you send a text message, do you check several times before you send it? or do you just send right away?
2  When you meet a new person, do you remember his or her name? or do you recognize faces more?
3 Last question, when you have a conversation, do you express your ideas with words? Or do you express with gesture?
· Introducing the topic :

Next , I’ll show some pictures. (brain pictures)
Distribute the pictures to Ss.( one picture in one group)

What is this? Yes, it is a brain.

People have left brain and right brain.

As you know, left brain and right brain have different functions.
(explain about the pictures briefly)
So, can you guess what today’s topic is?

Yes, it’s “Left Brain vs Right Brain”
· Introduction of Task 

(Write on the board ‘ Left Brain vs Right Brain’
Write it on the left side of the board.)

Today you will be doing interview and role play which is based on this topic.

You are going to find out who is left brained or right brained.

	1. Interview Time
<Instructions>

(distribute the interview sheets to Ss)

T: Now, you are going to do interview with classmates one by one.
T: Ask all the questions and write the partner’s answers on the sheet.

T: I will give you 5 minutes.

<ICQs>

-Do you have to do interview as a group or with your partners?

-How much time do you have?

Ss are going to look around and do interview with their partners.

2. Interview Result Time
· After 5 minutes, Ss have a seat.
· T distributes the sheet that is written who is left brained and right brained through the questions.
· Ss compare interview sheet and answer sheet and find out who is left brained and right brained.
(Give 1 minute and Ss discuss as a group)

<CCQ>

-Why are we doing this?

<ICQ>

-How much time do we have?

· T calls one student’s name and ask to read 5 answers randomly.
(If Ss don’t know what number they should choose, T chooses it for them. ex) 1, 5 ,7, 9, 10)
· The student reads 5 answers and find out together if the person is left brained or right brained.
· Make all the Ss to answer one by one.

<Instructions>

   students equally, make Ss to pretend left or right

    (make Ss to choose one card. One group(two Ss) will 

     Choose one card)

T: Read the role card and think how you will do role play 
    with this.

     I will give you 5 minutes to practice with your 

     partners.

-How much time do you have?

· After 5 minutes. Each group will come up and show role play in front of other Ss.

· After Ss do role play, make Ss to check who is left brained and right brained person.

· Whenever each group finishes, T asks the Ss who is left brained and right brained.
