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Generally speaking, English education in Korea definitely tends to focus on reading comprehension and listening comprehension. As a result, it is hard for us to learn writing skills, speaking and pronunciation. I had to find a solution for that. Fortunately, I had a chance to be an international student at Harrisburg Area Community College in America. I could take ESL courses and Strategy-Based Reading II, III to overcome a language barrier. In those classes, I could improve my English skills gradually. 
In addition to this, for speaking and pronunciation skills, I tried to follow American English. I could modify my pronunciation by getting along with American people. To improve English Composition skills, I wrote a lot of essays. Through these kinds of endeavor, I got to know that writing skills are the much more important skills than any other thing.
After I came back to Korea, I was in charge of the beginner’s English Speaking class at Culture Complex. Usually, as a routine, most of students had to discuss something and learn new expressions. However, I eliminated this traditional rule to improve my students’ basic English skills. Since I treated writing skills crucial, I taught them to English Composition. As a consequence, their English skills were getting better and they could make their own English sentences. Moreover, one of my students was eager to get a good grade in TOEIC Speaking Test. She told me that she made it because of my lecture.
I firmly make sure that English composition is the most important for people to improve their skills. In the future, if I become an instructor, I will do my best to overcome my students’ language barrier like what I did in Culture Complex.
