	Main Aims:

· To enable Ss to improve their speaking skills by thinking and telling their dining experience, and also making and role-playing their own dialogue.
Secondary Aims:
· Ss will talk about dining experience in the restaurant by having Ss make their own menu list, and fill in the blank worksheet. 
Personal Aims:
· I want to adjust my speaking speed to the level of the learner. 

· I want to improve on my ICQ delivery.

· I want to improve on my explicit ICQ delivery on my demonstrations.


	Language Skills:

· Speaking: Ss will talk about the best dining experience and worst dining experience in the restaurant and practice random dialogues that could be happened.

· Writing: Ss will be engaged in creating a dialogue and menu list, filling in the blank worksheets.
· Listening: Ss will listen about each other’s personal experiences and dialogue. 

· Reading: Ss will read their experience, dialogue, and menu list. 


	Language Systems:

· Lexis: Dining, Restaurant,
· Phonology: Non to discuss

· Grammatical: Non to discuss

· Function: Eating out in the restaurant
· Discourse: 2 or 3 sentences of a dialogue


	Assumptions:

· All Ss have had a significant experience in the restaurant 
· Ss have had positive as well as negative experiences in random situation in the restaurant. 
· Most Ss have eaten in the restaurant.
· Most Ss know to express positive and negative experience.
· All Ss have seen the menu list before. 


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Due to time management, Ss must learn to express their experience in the pre-activity which they might have too many sentences. 
· I will follow the one-third rule when Ss present and let them write the summary of the context on the board.  

· For the dialogue exercise, Ss might make a long dialogues. 

· I will manage the time to let Ss role-play quikly
· I might need more time to complete my 30 minute micro-teaching since some class members could be absent or running late. 

· I will do SOS activity “A” if I have between 2 to 5 minutes left on the clock.
