	1. Predicting Task
(Students predict whether Zach Wahls’s speech is negative about Gay Marriage or not.)

Instructions : Now, we guess how Zach Wahls’s speech is going on. Then, let’s take a look at his speech.
ICQ : Is his speech going to be negative? “We’re not sure.”
Should we check it? “Yes.”
2. Listening Task (Students pay attention to Zach Wahls’s speech.)
This time, we are going to see Zach Wahls’s speech in Iowa General Assembly. He will be dealing with Gay Marriage in this video. Just listen, watch and enjoy the video. You don’t have to write anything.
Demonstration : Focus on speaker’s attitude. Check it out whether it is negative or not as you predicted.
Play the video clip – It should be on the screen.
ICQ : Does he have negative opinions about Gay Marriage?

          Do you feel his attachment toward his family even though he has complicated family background?
3. Cloze Exercise (Students focus on details)
Instructions : It is time to get some details. You’ve already watched the speech and now you may have your own cloze worksheet.This time, fill in the blanks on your cloze worksheet while watching the video again.

	Build Motivation : Our society is based on democracy. Therefore, lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender (LGBT) rights in the United States have evolved over time and vary greatly on a state-by-state basis. 
Instructions : Now, everyone can have a group discussion for same-sex marriage freely. One group needs three or four students. Each group will be divivded into two sides, pros and cons. Just share each other’s ideas.
Demostration : Zach Wahls encouraged us to vote for Gay marriage to change how the law views us. In addition to this, he emphasize the sense of family.
Run the Activity : After group discussion, each group presents their own ideas about Gay marriage.
ICQs : Why do you agree to Gay Marriage?
            Why do you disagree to Gay Marriage?
Error Correction:  Go over any errors that you heard throughout the lesson.  Write them on the board and try to elicit corrections. Give students some feedback for their ideas.
Close:  Congratulate the students on a job well done.
SOS:  Students write a short essay about Gay marriage.
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The Defense of Marriage Act was struck down on this date in 2013. What's changed since then?

Thursday marks a momentous anniversary for gay-rights activists. On this day one year ago, the Supreme Court ruled Section 3 of the Defense of Marriage Act unconstitutional, allowing legally married same-sex couples to receive the same federal spousal benefits as straight couples.

Now, those benefits apply to more gay couples than ever. As The Washington Post's Philip Bump points out, nearly half of all gay Americans now live in states where same-sex marriage is legal. On Wednesday, Indiana joined the 18 other states where gay marriage is legal by striking down its state ban. All told, seven states have successfully legalized same-sex marriage in the past year: New Jersey, Hawaii, Illinois, New Mexico, Oregon, Pennsylvania, and now Indiana.

In states like Wisconsin, the status of gay couples' right to marry is tied up in the courts. Utah's decision may go all the way to the Supreme Court. Other states have passed milder laws, like recent decisions by Kentucky, Tennessee, and Ohio to recognize out-of-state marriages. To see up-to-date, state-by-state decisions, check out National Journal's comprehensive map.

Here's a timeline of gay-rights victories since DOMA was struck down last June:
Oct. 21, 2013: Gay couples in New Jersey start getting married after a court ruling goes into effect.
Nov. 13, 2013: Hawaii Gov. Neil Abercrombie passes the Hawaii Marriage Equality Act into law. Couples start getting married on Dec. 2, 2013.
November 20, 2013: Illinois passes same-sex marriage legislation. The law went into effect on June 1, 2014.
Dec. 19, 2013: The New Mexico Supreme Court declares same-sex marriage legal.

Jan. 14, 2014: An Oklahoma judge strikes down the state's gay-marriage ban, calling it "arbitrary" and "irrational."

Feb. 14, 2014: A Virginia judge tries to strike down the state's same-sex marriage ban, though the state still defines marriage as between a man and a woman.

Feb. 27, 2014: A Texas judge struck down the state's same-sex marriage ban, but that decision itself was quickly struck down.

March 21, 2014: A Michigan judge struck down the state's same-sex marriage ban, but that decision was indefinitely suspended by a federal appeals court.

May 9, 2014: An Arkansas judge unsuccessfully strikes down the state's gay-marriage ban.

May 13, 2014: An Idaho judge unsuccessfully strikes down the state's ban on same-sex marriages.

May 19, 2014: An Oregon judge successfully strikes down the state's same-sex marriage ban.

May 20, 2014: A Pennsylvania judge successfully strikes down the state's gay-marriage ban.

June 7, 2014: A Wisconsin judge overturned the state's same-sex marriage ban, allowing couples to get marriage licenses for a week until the decision was stayed on June 13. Marriages have since been halted.

June 25, 2014: A federal appeals court struck down Utah's ban on same-sex marriage—the first time a federal appeals court weighed in on the issue at the state level.

June 25, 2014: A judge in Indiana ruled the state's gay-marriage ban unconstitutional, allowing same-sex couples in the state to immediately start receiving marriage licenses.

Many of these recent rulings are likely to become tied up in the courts for some time. Attorneys general in states like Utah and Wisconsin have already begun the appeals process to reinstate their states' respective bans. But for many gay couples, the momentous decision the Supreme Court handed down one year ago was just the beginning of the good news.
Script with answers
Good evening Mr. Chairman. My name is Zach Wahls.
I’m a sixth-generation Iowan and an engineering student at the University of Iowa, and I was raised by two women. My biological mom, Terry, told her grandparents that she was pregnant that the artificial insemination had worked, and they wouldn’t even acknowledge it. It actually wasn’t until I was born and they succumbed to my infantile cuteness that they broke down and told her that they were thrilled to have another grandson.
Unfortunately, neither of them lived to see her marry her partner Jackie of 15 years when they wed in 2009. My younger sister and only sibling was born in 1994. We actually have the same anonymous donor so we’re full siblings, which is really cool for me.Um, you know, I guess the point is that our family really isn’t so different from any other Iowa family. 
You know, when I’m home we go to church together, we eat dinner, we go on vacations... 
Ah, but, you know, we have our hard times too, we get in fights...you know. Actually my mom, Terry was diagnoses with multiple sclerosis in 2000. It is a devastating disease that put her in a wheelchair. So we’ve had our struggles.
But, you know, we’re Iowans. We don’t expect anyone to solve our problems for us. We’ll fight our own battles. We just hope for equal and fair treatment from our government. Being a student at the University of Iowa, the topic of same sex marriage comes up quite frequently in classroom discussions...you know. 
And the question always comes down to, well, “Can gays even raise kids?” In question, you know, the conversation gets quiet for a moment because most people don’t really have an answer. And then I raise my hand and say, “Actually, I was raised by a gay couple, and I’m doing pretty well.”I scored in the 99th percentile on the ACT. I’m actually an Eagle Scout.I own and operate my own small business. If I was your son, Mr. Chairman. I believe I’d make you very proud. I’m not really so different from any of your children. My family really isn’t so different from yours. 
After all, your family doesn’t derive its sense of worth from being told by the state, “You’re married. Congratulations!” No. The sense of family comes from the commitment we make to each other.
To work through the hard times so we can enjoy the good ones. It comes from the love that binds us. That’s what makes a family. So what you’re voting here isn’t to change us. It’s not to change our families. It’s to change how the law views us, how the law treats us. You are voting for the first time in the history of our state to codify discrimination into our constitution; A constitution, that but for the proposed amendment, is the least amended constitution in the United States of America.
You are telling Iowans that some among you are second class citizens who do not have the right to marry the person you love. So, Will this vote affect my family? Will it affect yours?
In the next two hours, I’m sure we’re going to hear plenty of testimony about how damaging having gay parents is on kids.
But in my 19 years, not once have I ever been confronted by an individual who realized independently that I was raised by a gay couple. And you know why? Because the sexual orientation of my parents has had zero effect on the content of my character.
