· 12 Cloze worksheets containing lines from the video clip for students

· 12 Worksheets containing a list of vocabularies and expressions
· Speakers

· A list of lead-in questions
· A list of pop quiz questions




	Aims:
Main Aim: 
· Students will be able to comprehend English dialogues by learning vocabularies and expressions.
Secondary Aim:
· Students will practice listening to English conversation with different expressions.

Personal Aim:

· I want to improve my confidence in teaching by standing and speaking naturally in front of students.



	Language Skills:

Listening:  Students should practice listening skills when they watch the video and complete the cloze worksheet. 
Speaking:  Students should practice speaking and delivering their opinions when questioned.  They will also speak words and expressions

Reading:  Students should read the cloze worksheet.

Writing:  Students should fill out the blanks on the cloze worksheet and write sentences with the vocabularies and expressions.



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Listening carefully to the pronunciation of words from the dialogue.
· Lexis: spare, brag, reputation, cryptic, gleam, swashbuckler, for the record, don’t freak out
· Grammar: Active voice used in the video clip.
· Function: Asking the meaning of vocabularies and expressions, and making new sentences
· Discourse: Discuss vocabularies and expression, and make a new sentence using them.


	Assumptions:
· Ss have certain level of listening skills to understand the video

· Ss do not know some words spoken in the video
· Ss are able to give answers to the instructor’s questions



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Some Ss might have trouble catching all the phrases and words in the movie.  Tell Ss to focus and replay the video clip once more
· The video clip file might not work.  Prepare an alternative way such as an online video website that provides the same video clip

· Some Ss might have trouble answering questions.  Elicit and guide them to get closer to the answer

	Lead in by giving Ss a couple of questions related to the video, so Ss might get a bit of information about the video.
Guiding Questions

How would you feel if you were locked up in a lonely room for your whole life?

How would you react if you see some sorcery?

Motivate

We are going to watch a short video clip from a Disney movie called, “Tangled” to explore a real life dialogue
Elicit

Do you enjoy watching movies?

Have you ever watched this movie?

Transition

Let’s move right onto watching this video clip.  Make sure you pay close attention to the dialogue and each detail the characters are making.  There will be a pop quiz at the end.

	Whole Class
	Warm up:  Play a matching game
Instruction: I will write some vocabularies, expressions and definition randomly on the board, and you can try matching the vocabularies and expressions with their respective definition

Demonstration: I will show you how it works.  Minji, do you know what the word, ‘spare’ means?  If you do, then draw a line to its definition.  Even if you don’t know, try matching
Run the Activity: Have the Ss engage in the activity and let the Ss discuss the words and expressions
Give out the worksheets and pre-teach by telling the Ss the vocabularies and their correct definition.
Elicit: Do you know what ‘Spare’ means?
Right, spare has a lot of definitions.  Usually, it means refrain from doing something, but in this context, it means to give or grant out of one’s resources
Elicit: how about ‘brag?’
That’s correct. ‘Brag’ means to show off or boast
Elicit: Do you know what ‘reputation’ means?

It’s similar to the word, ‘fame.’ It means a specific characteristic or trait ascribed to a person or thing.  So, to have a reputation means to be known as something.
Elicit: Do you know what ‘cryptic’ means?

Well answered, it means mystifying, hidden, secret or occult.
Elicit: Do you know what ‘gleam’ means?

Right, ‘gleam’ means a brief beam or flash of light
Elicit: What about ‘Swashbuckler?’
Do you know what ‘Swashbuckle’ mean? 
Basically, ‘swashbuckle’ means to bluff, but swashbuckler is either a swordsman or adventurer.  So what do you think ‘Swashbuckler’ means?  Right, it means a swaggering swordsman or adventurer who bluffs.

	Handout the cloze worksheets, but tell the Ss not to start the worksheets yet.
Instructions:  All right guys, please put away the handouts.  I want you guys to just enjoy the movie first and try to understand how each character feels
ICQ:

 Do you have to work on the handout now? “No

Show the video

Instruction: Did you enjoy the movie? Were you able to sympathize with the characters?  Now, I will replay the movie, but this time, please look at the handouts.  I want you guys to focus listening to their conversation, and fill out the blanks.  This is the movie script and you can fill them out by listening to their conversation.  It shouldn’t be hard. Also, some of them are not just word, so listen carefully
ICQ:

Do you have to work on the handout now? “Yes”
What do you have to focus on? “Listening to the conversation”
Are all the blanks have just one word answer each? “No”
Play the video again
Check the answers with the Ss

Elicit: Did everybody get everything right? It’s fine even if you didn’t get everything. Let’s check your answers as we read the script together.
Read the script along with the Ss 
Check if the Ss understood the dialogue
Most of them were from what we learned before we watched the movie.  But some of them were not.  There are commonly used expressions.
Elicit

First one was ‘Don’t freak out.’  Can anyone guess what it means?

Right, it means ‘Don’t be scared, frightened or startled.

And the last one was ‘For the record.’  Everybody is familiar with the word, ‘record,’ right? Then can anyone guess what the whole phrase means? Correct. It means officially, or publicly
