	Materials:

· 6 cards with different idioms (see attached)
· 12 copies of the idiom ticking off/definition worksheets (see attached)

· 12 copies of the idiom definitions for each student (see attached)

· Listening script (for T) (see attached)



	Aims:

Main Aims:

· Students to improve their listening skills by pre-studying some of the idioms that will be used in the dialogues.
· Students to understand the meaning and the use of the idioms by completing the ticking off/definition activity.
· Students to practice on using the idioms by creating their own sentences.
· Students to develop their interpersonal skills by brainstorming and doing group work.

Secondary Aims: 
· Students to make new idioms that are commonly used in Korea.
Personal Aim:  I want to improve my instructions by giving students clear demonstration and define the expressions with examples of the real contexts to help their understanding.



	Language Skills:

Listening:  Students should practice bottom up listening skills when they complete the ticking off activity.  Students will practice top down listening skills when they create their own sentences by using the idioms. Students will practice interactive listening skills by interacting/discussing with the group/class.
Speaking:  Students should work in pairs to discuss about the idiom definitions and create their own examples by using the idioms.
Reading:  Students should read the idiom worksheet.
Writing:  Students should write by doing the worksheets and creating their own sentences.



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Recognizing the words that were used in the listening dialogue. Going over vocabularies with the students.
· Lexis: idioms that were used in the worksheet (see the idiom worksheet attached)

· Grammar: the simple past, simple present, and present perfect used throughout the dialogue.  Also used by groups when they present the sentences that they created.
· Function: Asking the definition of idioms and creating sentences by using the idioms.
· Discourse: Discussing the definition of idioms with partners, sharing their sentences with the partners/class.



	Assumptions:

· The students are at a high enough level to enjoy the humor in the dialogue.

· The students know some common expressions/idioms.
· The students have friends to talk about their daily lives.
· The students have been in some negative/positive experience in relationship with colleagues, friends, and parents.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· The activities may run over time. Tell the students that they will create their idiom for homework and share them during the next lesson.
· Some students may have difficulty in understanding the idioms. Explain the definitions that they don’t understand and give enough examples to help their understanding.

	Lead in by asking a question to students, “What is off the top of your head right now?” Give some time students to answer. Introduce the topic of the lesson by writing “Idiom” on the board.
Guiding Questions

Do you guys often hear “off the top of your head”? 
What does that mean?
What is the idiom?
Motivate
Today we will learn about expressions/idioms that are commonly used in our daily lives. 
Transition
Before we get into the actual listening exercise, let’s loosen up and have some fun. I have a numbers of cards with most commonly used idioms on them. Could you guys pair up and create sentences by using the idioms?

	Materials:
6 cards with different idioms (time flies, keep/bear in mind, fed up, not have a clue, a piece of cake, no way!)

	Warm-up- Create sentences by using the idioms.  
Instructions:  (Hold up the cards) I have 6 cards with different idioms on them. You guys work in a pair for 5 minutes and create a sentence. Try to create sentences that you could actually use in a conversation with your friends.
CCQs: Do you guys talk about work, school, and boy (girl) friend when you meet up with your friends? What else do you guys talk about?
Demonstration:  “off the top of your head” was our first idiom that was introduced. I could say, “I can’t think of anything off the top of my head because I am very sleepy.” Your sentence could be very simple but make sure to give a long enough sentence for students to guess what each idiom means.
ICQs:  How many people are there on a team? (A pair)
           How many sentences do you need to create?(one each team)
           How much time do you have?(5 minutes)
Run the Activity:  Distribute the cards and monitor discreetly.
Let’s see what each group has come up with. (Have Ss to present their sentences.)

	1. Introduction to the main listening exercise

Now, we will start the listening exercise. We will be having a role-play of three friends talking about their lives at the bar. Let’s find out how they are doing and what kind of expressions that they are using in the conversation.
Here are the worksheets of the idiom ticking off/definition.
Instructions:  Please continue working with your same partner and tick off the idioms as you listen to the dialogues. You will listen twice. First time, you can just listen and enjoy our role-play. For the second time, you can work on ticking-off.
Demonstrations: (Hold up the worksheet) Please tick off the box on the left columns, like this? Don’t worry about the definitions as we will go over together after the listening exercise.
ICQ:  Do we know what idioms would be used in the dialogues?  “No”

          Do you guys need to know all the idioms on the worksheet?  “No”

Play the listening dialogues – make sure the voices are clear and loud enough for students to understand w/o any difficulties.

2. Ticking-off task
This time, I want you to listen and tick-off the idioms as you listen to the dialogue. I put them in the time sequence so it would be easier to follow.

ICQ:  How many times can you listen?

         What should you do if you’re not sure of the meanings of the idioms?
Play the listening dialogues
Contextualizing and Instructions:  Okay, were you guys able to find all the idioms in the dialogues? You guys discuss in a pair to see if you guys could come up with definition of the idioms.
Now, can you guys tell me if there are any idioms that you don’t understand?
Elicit
Can any of you explain the meaning of “out of the blue”?

What is the synonym of “out of the blue”?

How could we use in the context?

Repeat above for other idioms that students are not familiar with.
(Pass out the idiom definition sheets to the students if needed.)

	1. (Invent a new idiom)

Build Motivation:  You guys all have reviewed most commonly used idioms in English. How about you guys try to create new idioms that are commonly used in Korea? Don’t worry about whether you create a new idiom that already exists in English. It’s just an exercise to build up your expression level. 
Instructions:  These idioms should be creative and fun. Tell us how the new idiom could be used in a real context.  Each group should write out the new idiom on the board and explain the definitions when you present to the class.
Demonstration Here is my idiom “mental breakdown.” Koreans in younger generation often use this term. We use this expression when we have a difficult time to get out of the given situation. For example, “I have a mental breakdown because I have a midterm, a paper due, and a wedding to attend to. See, this is simple and fun. Get creative and discuss the idioms with your group.
ICQs:  Should each group write only one idiom word and definition?  

            Should you write idioms that already exist?  

Run the Activity Allow the groups to share their idioms first.  Then the other groups should guess the definition. After that the group will share their definition and example. Do this until all of the groups have shared.

Error Correction:  Go over any errors that you heard throughout the lesson.  Write them on the board and try to elicit corrections.

Close:  Congratulate the students on a job well done,
SOS:  Have the students write a story using key idioms from the lesson.

Listening Script

At the bar
JEEYUN, YUKI, JENNA: Hey guys, long time no see!! How have you guys been doing? Let’s take a seat first.

JEEYUN: Jenna, you look so stressed. Do you need to get something off your chest?

JENNA: Wow, how did you know? Hmm.. Keep in mind that what you guys are hearing from me is under the table, okay?

YUKI: Don’t worry, Jenna! We will keep it to ourselves.

JENNA: I have been working with my boss, John for almost 5 years. Can you believe how time flies? He just takes it for granted that I would never quit my job. I have been staying up almost every night to meet the deadlines, listening to his complaints about his everyday life, investments, and especially his wife for the past 5 years. He just doesn’t know how to appreciate things. I’m so fed up with him. I have no clue where things went wrong for him. One day, out of the blue, I received an email from him saying what I would do if he moves to Iraq? I was like “what the heck (*beep) is wrong with this guy?” He drives me completely insane.
