	Aims:

1) Main Aim: To enable students to improve their readings skills by having them do activities about the topic of bucket list from the reading.
2) Secondary Aim: Students will learn vocabulary and reading comprehension skills by doing activities such as matching vocabulary with meaning, discussing questions, and writing their down bucket list. 
3) Personal Aims: I want to work on my speaking pace. I also need to stand further when asking guiding questions and monitoring. 


	Language Skills:
Speaking: Students will talk to each other when answering questions and sharing own bucket list. 
Writing: Students will write their bucket list and also answer to their discussion questions. 
Listening: Students will listen to each other when presenting their answers and their bucket list. 
Reading: Students will read the article about the bucket list.

	Assumptions:

- All Ss know or have heard of the term ‘bucket list’
- All Ss have done matching activities before

- All Ss have thought about things they want to do before they die

- Most Ss understand the concept of the three different types of reading comprehension questions


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:



	1) Due to time management, Ss must fully understand the meaning of the vocabulary words in the pre-activity which might be too many questions for me to answer. 
	1) I will follow the 1/3 rule when Ss present and give the rest of the answers on a wall chart. I will tell the Ss that pronunciation is not that important. If they still have questions, I will answer the questions during break time or after class. 

	2) Ss might talk longer than I expected when asked to present their own bucket list. 
	2) I will follow the 1/2 rule for the main activity which we will only get half the Ss to present.

	3) I might need more time to complete my 30 minute micro-teaching since some class members could be absent or running late.
	3) I will do SOS activity (answering questions) that I have prepared.

Demonstration #2: 

Now, we are going to create questions from the readings we just did. Do you guys remember three types of reading comprehension questions? 
(Wall chart)

Literal: what is actually stated in the reading

 Ex) What caused Ben’s bad eye sight? 

Interpretive: question that can be implied from the reading

 Ex) Why do you think Ben wanted to go to forests in Asia?

Applied: extending the situation beyond the reading and applying to our selves

 Ex) If Ben was your brother, how would you fundraise for Ben’s trips? 

Instruction #2:
Just like how I made the questions, each group will write two questions of each. You are working with your partner(s). You have 5 minutes to write the questions. 
ICQ #2:

What are we going to do? Write questions

How much time do we have? 5 minutes

Are you working individually? No, in groups

Explicit Instruction #2:

Write your questions on the paper strips. I don’t want you guys to start writing sentences before I pass out the paper to everyone and say begin. 
Explicit ICQ #2:
Are you going to start when I give you the paper? No

Are you going to start when I say begin? Yes

Run #2:
Students start writing questions on the strips. I will monitor time for 2 minutes, 1 minute, 30 seconds, and 10 seconds. 

Close: 

Students will put their strips of papers into their designated boxes. Then we will switch the boxes. Each group will take turns to read the questions and answer the questions.

Texas boy starts ‘bucket list’ before blindness comes
While most nine-year-old boys are learning to play video games or baseball, Ben Pierce is learning to become blind. 
He practices using a walking stick and his parents have encouraged him to learn Braille. Ben was born at 23 weeks gestation, more than four months early. He was so underdeveloped that his eyelids were still fused shut. At that time, his chance of survival was considered remote. His parents were warned repeatedly to prepare for the worst.

Despite the odds, Ben is healthy today. Healthy, except for his eyes. He has had to have eye surgery. "Sometimes I see little dots appearing out of nowhere," Ben said.

His glasses are already at maximum strength, and he's extremely sensitive to bright lights. The colors he sees aren't always accurate. Reading his beloved books takes perfect lighting — and sometimes a magnifying glass. Ben uses a telescope to view things that are a bit farther away. His world is getting dimmer by the day.

Doctors have suggested giving Ben as many visual memories as possible. Ben's parents asked him what he would like to see before he can't see any more.

"Some of his answers surprised us, and were really funny," his mom said. "He wanted to go to the Apple Store. Some of them were things that I'd never even heard of — these amazing forests in Asia, and he wants to see the Eiffel Tower." From Ben's books and his imagination came Ben's Wish List.
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With destinations and experiences ranging from the Northern Lights, Lego Land, Paris, London, Big Ben, Albuquerque, redwoods, surfing, snorkeling, and Harry Potter World, Ben's dreams are all over the map — not to mention the price range.

"Plane tickets for everyone to go see the Pyramids might not be reasonable, so his brothers and sisters said, 'We're going to help. We're going to start fundraising to help with these trips,'" Ben’s mom said. Ben's brothers and sisters began making and selling homemade truffles and bread to neighbors (and anyone else who would buy).
Friends and strangers have pitched in. On one occasion, tickets to an event showed up on the Pierces' doorstep.

The Pierce family doesn't know how much time Ben has left before his sighted world goes dark forever.

"It does feel pretty urgent to us that we try to get him to as many of these places as quickly as we can," his mother said. "But when we look how far he's come and how many odds he's overcome and how amazing it is that he's even here, it gives us hope that maybe we'll pull off a few more miracles."
