	Materials:

· Projector and Laptop for PowerPoint
· Pictures of shoppers (ppt, see attached)

· 12 Copies of reading articles (see attached)

· 12 Copies of reading worksheets (see attached)
· 6 Cards of different questions for role-plays (see attached)



	Aims:

Main Aims:

· Students will be able to practice key vocabularies by doing the pre-task and task-preparation.
· Students will be able to get the main idea by doing the pre-task, skimming the reading article, and answering guiding questions. 
· Students will be able to develop their interpersonal skills by sharing and discussing in a group.
Secondary Aims: 

· Students will be able to find out the advantage/disadvantage of online shopping by reading and discussing in a group.
Personal Aim:  I want to improve my instructions by giving students clear demonstration and encourage a student-centered lesson by eliciting students throughout the lesson.



	Language Skills:
Reading:  Students should practice bottom up reading skills when they find the key vocabularies by scanning the reading article. Students will practice top down reading skills by discussing and answering the comprehension questions on the worksheet. Students will practice integrated reading skills by interacting/discussing with the group/class.

Speaking:  Students should work in pairs to discuss about the article and present their role-plays. 

Reading:  Students should read the reading article and worksheet.

Writing:  Students should write by doing the worksheets and creating scripts for their role-plays.



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Recognizing the words that were used in the reading article. Going over vocabularies with the students.

· Lexis: online shopping, primary objective, consumers, benefits, vendors, variety, convenience
· Grammar: the simple present and present perfect used in the reading article.  Also used by groups when they present their role-plays.
· Function: Asking the definition of key vocabularies. Sharing and expressing the ideas. Creating the scripts for role-plays.
· Discourse: Discussing/sharing ideas about the reading article with partners/groups and creating the scripts to present together with partners.


	Assumptions:

· The students are at a high enough level to understand the reading article.

· The students have experienced online shopping in both positive/negative aspects.
· The students are comfortable with group discussion/pair work.
· The students know how to skim and scan.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· The activities may run over time. Tell the students that they will create their role-play for homework and share them during the next lesson.
· Some students may have difficulty in understanding the key vocabularies. Explain the definitions that they don’t understand and give enough examples to help their understanding.
· The projector or laptop may not work. Show the hardcopies of the pictures that have to be shown in the projector.

	Greeting

Hello class, let’s stretch a bit before we start the class.

What do you guys like to do when you are free? Give some time for students to answer (reading, travelling, watching movie, or shopping?). 
Introduction of Task
Introduce the topic of the lesson by showing the picture of “a girl with shopping bags” on the projector (ppt). 
Eliciting
Can any of you tell me what this picture is? What is she doing? Does she seem to be happy?

Show the various pictures of shoppers followed by the first picture. Elicit Ss to describe each picture. 
What do you guys observe by looking at these pictures? Do you see different emotions (happy, excited, irritated, or annoyed)?

	Introduction to the main reading activity
Show the picture of “a girl who’s doing online shopping” with key vocabularies (ppt).
Elicit

Now, what do you guys see on the board? (Ss: online shopping?) That’s right! We are going to read about online shopping. Are there any vocabularies that you don’t understand in the picture?
Now, we will read about online shopping. Let’s find out about the advantages and disadvantages of online shopping.
Instructions
After reading the article, please work in a pair to answer the questions on the worksheet. Don’t worry if you can’t answer them all as we will go over together.
Demonstrations
(Hold up the reading article and worksheets) There are 6 multiple-choice questions on the worksheet. Please circle the correct answer.
ICQs: How many questions do you need to answer?

How many people are there in a team? (A pair)
Students begin reading, then answering questions in a pair.
Let’s go through answers together. Can each group read one question and answer?  (Have Ss to read/answer the questions on the worksheet.)

Based on what we have read in the main article, let’s discuss how you guys think about shopping. Please pair up with your same partners and make a role-play for each question.

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Reading Comprehension
 Read the article below and then answer the questions that follow.

Online shopping allows consumers to shop in the convenience of their own home, and to save travelling time to retail stores and spend their time on other important tasks and hobbies.  Researchers indicate convenience as the ‘primary objective’ of online shopping.  This is relevant to 72% of online shoppers’ claim that they would rather surf online than go to retail stores to get information about a product.  According to a study, 72% of online shoppers chose convenience over privacy.  In addition to the ease of finding products online and time saved, consumers can shop without time limitations with 24 hour access as a beneficial characteristic of online shopping.
Online shopping benefits both the society as a whole and individuals.  The society can save human resources when consumers help themselves by browsing freely online instead of asking for assistance from vendors.  Consumers are also freed from the pressure to buy from the vendors and can spend more time to make wise purchase decisions.  

Consumers desire a variety of products because they look for the right product that will fully satisfy them.  There is an infinite variety of products available online and the internet allows consumers to browse through products that are made all around the world without geographical boundaries.
With the online tools that enable product comparison, consumers can compare product prices and features to make a better decision with less effort.

One of the numerous disadvantages of online shopping is that many shoppers enjoy shopping with others and it is often a good way to make social connections.  When shopping independently online, that enjoyment is lost.  

Privacy is the number one reason that non-online shoppers do not shop online.  Almost 95% of Web users have declined to provide personal information to Web sites at one time or another when asked. 

Because one needs money to buy a computer and to have internet connection, online shopping seems to be limited to people with a reasonable amount of income.  Also since it is harder to learn to use computers at an older age, elderly people tend to shop at traditional retail stores.  Another reason some people do not shop on line is that they are worried that the products will not be what they have expected by viewing online.
