Students will be able to demonstrate the proper placement of prepositions in statements about time.
Students will be able to know and use the correct form of prepositions of time and the difference among them.
Secondary Aims
Utilize prepositional phrases to enhance descriptive writing

Understand how prepositions can create images and describe situations

Improve writing skills

Personal Aims
Make sure students have somewhat of an idea about prepositions by the end of the class

Thoroughly, explain prepositions so that students understand very clearly.



	Language Skills
Reading: students should have to read the instructions and content of the worksheets given by the teacher.
Listening: students should have to listen carefully to the conversation of the male protagonist and the female character`s dialogue and focus on the use of prepositions in the dialogue.
Speaking: students should talk when they present their answers to the teacher and also interview each of their 12 classmates. They must be able to ask their classmates simple questions. 
Writing: students should write down their answers. Students must write down the information they receive from their classmates. All activities provided in this session require basic writing and sentence writing. 


	Language Systems
Phonology: Phonology will be practiced when students listen to the dialogue of the two characters in the movie clip. Students will listen to native speaker`s dialogue and get closer to know the sounds of English to help improve pronunciation.
Lexis: The teacher will discuss vocabulary words from the dialogue in class but the students must make sure to ask the teacher about any vocabulary they are not sure of.
Grammar: Prepositions help students know how to make better, descriptive sentences.
Function: Using the prepositions of time and making them into their own writing.
Discourse: Discuss with students about prepositions of time and conversation each other with using in,on,at. 



	Assumptions
The students are at a level where they are able to understand the prose and proses the ideas and then be able to express them in words and speaking

The instructor is able to deliver the instructions properly




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions
Students may not be able to understand the writing

The activities may run over time.

Some students may have difficulty learning the new vocabulary
Propositions may be a difficult concept to learn in just one class
