First group, please do number 3-6, second, work on number 7-9, and the last group, solve 10-12.  I’ll give you about 1~2 mins. It should be easy.
· Ss give the answers
Alright first group, please tell us your answers to number 3 – 6. Good

And second group? So on.

Feedback

People get confused a lot when modal verbs were used in wrong ways.  There’s difference between ‘I didn’t,’ and ‘I couldn’t’ First one is voluntary and the latter one is not. First one implies that you decided not to do it, where as the second one implies that something prevented/forbade you from doing it.  I want you guys to clearly distinguish the difference and use them appropriately
