            -  Students will practice speaking and listening ability by sharing their ideas in group    
                work.



	Language Skills: - Reading : reading worksheet to answer questions.

                                  - Listening : listening to the song , teacher’s instructions, explanation and

                                                        classmate’s ideas when they have group works. 

                                  - Speaking : drilling, they can practice when they have group works. 

                                  - Writing : listening to song and complete blanks, completing sentences on 

                                                     the worksheet.

Demonstration :

Then, my sentence will be like, 

“ I want to have a partner who/that helps me understand things easily. “ 

So there is no right answer. Just your opinion. 

But please try grammatically to be corrected. 

CCQs: 
- Do you guys need more time? (flexible time if it needs)
- Did you complete the all sentences? 
Ok, let’s check what you guys want in a partner. 

First, Julie please. 

Oh okay. She wants a person who~~ like that. That’s nice. 

(If it is an interesting statement, teacher can ask about it more if there is enough time.)

So listen carefully again!

(Play the music video again)
CCQs: 

-  Is everybody ok? Do you guys want to listen again? 

Ok, if you are fine with it, let’s share the correct lyrics with your partners together! 

(wait little bit for them to work together)

Demonstration : 
- (writing on the board) alright, everyone got the right lyrics? 
Let’s listen again with your right lyrics and enjoy! :D
(play it again)
