	Aims:

Main Aims
· Students will be able to understand what the active and passive formats are by following given format and making new ones. (drills)
· Students will be confident while they practice how to present their work in front of class.
· Students will get interested to the format by sharing(speaking and listening to) their experiences and idea.
Secondary Aims :

· Students will think of the present that they want to get later on.
· Students will think of the present that they want to give and the person they want to give the present.
Personal Aims : 
· I want to improve my activity managing skill by controlling the level of tension of the class.

· I want to be more nice and clear when I give instruction or information to student by speaking slowly and clear.



	Language Skills:
· Speaking : Students should tell to the class what their best birthday present was and, the person and present that they want to give in the future.
· Listening: Students should listen to each other’s presentation to share students’ experience and idea.
· Writing: Students should write different kind of presents while they do drills.
· Reading: Students should read the given sentence and the format to use it to another sentences.
 


	Language Systems:
· Lexis : p.p. form of the verbs and things can be given as a present. Words related to birthday (party, present, congratulations, nice dinner. Etc.)
· Phonology : How to pronounce p.p. form of words properly
· Grammar : the passive and active 
· Function : explaining, announcing, informing, sharing
· Discourse: Discussing about the experience and idea about birthday present.



	Assumptions:

· The students are at a high enough level to understand the grammar format by reading the given sentence.
· The students are able to share their experience and opinions about birthday gifts.
· The students are able to communicate with each other.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· The projector might not work properly. In this case, I can read out the words (party, cake, present, congratulations) out loud to class.
· The students may not get the grammar format straight away. In this case, teacher go to each group and monitor how it goes, and give some more guide questions to keep the students to be on right track.

Guiding Questions

What do you think I want to talk about today?
How do you feel with these pictures?
What is this?
Elicit
Everyone in the world have this for their own life. On this, people congratulate it and give present or have party. Do you know what it is?
(Elicit ‘birthday’)

Transition:  Before we jump right into the class, We will go for a small activity first. Let me make the class into pairs first. (pair the class)

	Warm-up- sharing experiences.
Instructions:  Here are some cards with phrases on it. Each card has different kind of phrases related to birthday gifts. It does not need to be ‘birthday’ gift, so if there is anyone doesn’t have special memory with birthday gift, it is fine. The story doesn’t need to be long.
Demonstration:  I will show how. For example, if the word on the card is ‘most tasty gift’, I can say my most tasty gift was mom-made Korean food that I had on my birthday after coming back from NZ. While I was staying in NZ, I missed my mom’s Korean food so much and was always texting mom about the foods I want to have! 
ICQs:  Should the memory be related only with birthday?
CCQs: What does the word ‘phrase’ mean?
            Are there any difficult word on the cards?
Run the Activity: Give one card to each pair and give 2 minutes. If there are any group looks struggling, step to the group and give some guiding question or more information so that they can get to the answer.
Ok, guys. Are you guys ready for sharing? Do you need more time? (If Ss say yes, than give 1 more minute.)

I want you to share your experience or story. Pease read the card out loud first, and share your story. While you sharing yours, please mention who gave which present to you.
ICQs:  What should we mention? (who gave which present)
(Ss sharing)

	When we tell a story about giving and getting presents, what kind of format do we use? Like what you did exactly, we mention WHO give WHICH present to you!

Now, we have to points – who, which. We can say sentences in two ways according to which point we will focus on. 
1. Drilling
Instructions:  Here’s your worksheet. With same partner, try to fill in the blanks and try to write same sentence in both ways. You can use your real experience or use words on the screen.(on screen there are list of presents that one can get, people that may give presents to Ss)
Demonstations: Let’s say I got a nice car from Tobin. For example, if i focus on ‘who’ gave the present, I can say ‘Tobin gave me a nice car’, and if I focus on ‘which’ present I got, I can say ‘A nice car was given to me by Tobin.’
ICQs: Do we work individually? (no)

           Can we only use our real experience? (no)

2. presentation
Instructions: Now, let’s share what kind of new sentences we made and what kind of present we got!
(Give students time to present)

While Ss doing presentation

· T can check Ss’ grammar comprehension by listening to their presentation (way of using passive and active)
· T can do post activity which is giving applied question
Build Motivation:  There is a phrase, ‘give and take’. Gift is not a word only for taking, it is a word for giving too. With same partner, think of a person that you gave a meaningful gift, and what the gift was, and why you gave it to them.

Instructions:  Each group will share their opinion. For example, for me., I gave a alphabet & phonics video to my youngest sister to help her English study.
ICQs:  how many questions should you answer?
Runs the Activity Allow  team 3-5 minutes to give their presentation.
Error Correction:  Go over any errors that you heard throughout the lesson.  Write them on the board and try to elicit corrections.

Close:  Congratulate the students on a job well done,
SOS:  Have the students to tell about their accident experience, or have the students to tell about impressive disaster news they have ever seen or heard.
